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NEWS OF TEE DAY.

—The Legislatore of Rhode island has legal-
imed marriages between whites and blacks.

—The labor market In Texas la sald to be
greatly overstocked by the immense Immigra-
tlon [rom other Sounthern States.

—Froude, Max Muller and Charles Eings-
ley are brothers-in-law, baving married the
three daughters of s wealthy London mer-
chant.

—The three organizatious of bricklayers In
Brooklyn, New York, publicly annoance that
they will, on the 30th of this month, demand
$4 per day for eight hoars,

—The Virginia papers are commenting on
the constantly lnereasing demand for the cane
fibre mannfactared at that place. Asan artl-
cleof commerce It 1s increasing In Impertance
and promises to become a very considerable
item. The Petersburg Appeal, for instance,
gays that an average of thirty bales per day
passes throogh that city en route for the paper
mill at Frederickeburg. )

—A New York letter of Friday says : **The
represenialives of the leadlng Irish societies
called npon Mayor Havemeyer Lhis afterooon,
and iovited him to review thelr grand pro-
cession on Ht, Patrick’s day. After a friendly
interghange ot views with reference to street
processions generally, his Honor gave his
consent. It s estimated thal at least twenty
five thounsand men will take part in the
pardde, includlog delegatlons irom Brooklyn,
Jersey City, Hoboken and other suburba.”

—Phe Minnesota newspapers are calling
upon the Biate Legislature not to adjourn
without taking some action in the matter of
appropriating & som of money for the pur-
chase of seeds and trees to be distributed Lo
each town Lhrooghont the Btate. They eepe-
clally urge that trees be planted on the pral-
rles of the Biate, for the benefit ol the farm-
ers who filll up the broad siretch of land
between the rallroads and rivers, so that they
msy thus fence. their roads and larms with
forest trees.

—The Loodon Times and Btandard bave
got 1nto s lively coniroversy &8 to the value ot
Canade to Great Britain. It is the sharply
expreased opinolon of the ‘“‘Thunderer” that
Britannia could get on very well without the
Pominlon. Bot the Btandard, on the other
hand, deems Canada the very heart and soul
of the great Britlah Empire, and goes 80 far
a8 tp say that “'the question will soon be, not
whether Canada Is strong enovgh to stand

" without Eogland, but whethar Eogland 18
strong enough to stand withoot Canada.”

—QOssawaiamle, Eansas, bas come down [0
us linked with the name of old John Brown,
though: he Is supposed to be spme distsnce
from there at the present time, &8 he has kept

vmarehing on” at & desperate rate ever since
he died. . The place, however, has entltled
itself to new distinction, by lynchlng the most
desperate’ horse thief to be found on the bor-
der, one George Elils. He fought flercely,
buot was hung Lo & tree, with o blanket over
his head, and lrons on bis hands and fleet.
When he was burled one of the lynchers, to
make sure Lhat the dirt was well packed, got
uponsthe “mew made grave and stamped It
down untitit was firm, and the coffinless man
rested In peace in the shadow of the primeval

—The recent forgeries perpetrated on the
Bank of Eogland recall similar attempta to de-
fraud that Institotion made [nthe past. The
most prominent forgeries of promissory notes
disconnted by the bank were those v Robert
Aslett and of Fauntleroy. Throngh Aslett the
bank-lost $1,600,000, and through Fauntleroy
$1,800,000. In 1882 great quaotities of the
watarmarked paper used for Bank of England
Dotes were stolen from the-government mlill
by oné “of ‘th®: handd employed- there, and
weré printed oh'at Birmingham. The printer

admitted that he had been pursulsg thie dls-
honest buslpess-for'a- long tirne, and sald he
printed the whole of the notes iorged on the
Bank of Eogland from 1855 to 1863. No esti-
mate was ever pablished of the loss to the
bank throogh these transactions.

—Tne Titusviile Herald bas published its an-
npal statement of the production of petrolenm
for the'year 1872, The business is increasing
1n all t*=Gil reglons, and tha opening of pDew

“wella gives premise that It will not decline,
but may' be consldered practically Inexhaus-
tible. - The production of the Canadas and the
TUnitad Btates reached the enormous figures
of 7,394,000 barrels, or 20,271 barrels dally.
Production has pearly donbled In five years.
The shipments {rom the Pennsylvania region
were 5,712,365 barrels, an increase of between
two sod three hundred thonsand barrels. The
totel export was 3,497,344 barrels, a dacrease
of 261,098 barrels. For the firsL time In the
history of the trade there was a falllog off in
the export. This decline was caused by the
attempts of the producers and refiners to force
prices np early In the year. As a result, Jan-
uary 1, 1872, there was o heavy stock en hand,
estimated at more than a mililon barrels.

To-
day, however, we priot a circular letter,
which they have addressed lo the stock-
holders, in which they make a clear, candid
and coovincing exhibit of the embarrass-
ments which they have had lo encounter
and overcome, and of the disposition that
has been made of the earnings of the Road,
since the close of the war. The vindication
of their administration of the affuira of the
company is at once simple, dignitled and
complete; and the letter must prove &
gonrce of satisfaction to the stockhbolders
no less becanse it shows that their lntergam
have been ably and prudently managed In
the past than because of the ountlook it
affords of a prosperous and profitable fa-
tare. .

A Positivist Prophecy.

A very odd and, at the same Lime, very
dangerous publication ls now coming out in
New York. It Is called *The Modern
« Thinker. An Organ for the most advanced
« Speculations in Philosopby, Science, So-
« ciology and Religion.” It is the organ of
the disciples of Anguste Comte, and 80 very
« gdvanced” that it would be Improper Lo
recite even its table of contents. Oddasto
its subject matter, it is still more odd as to
its typography—black ink and white paper
being discarded because they are Ipjariouns
tothe * advanced ” vision of the ** modern
o thipker.” Alternate sections, of hall a
dozen or more pages, in green and parple
inks, appear on cream-colored paper, the
effect of which, to retrograde and noposi-
tive eyes, is disagreeable in the extreme.

At the close of the second number of this
groteeque publication there is & prophecy
which we repreduce in a condensed form, for
the benefit of whom it may concern and for
what It is worth.

The Positiviat prophet predicts first, that
the Democratic party will never contest an-
other Presidential election under its old
pame and organization—a safe prophecy,
alter the events of last year.

Next, he predicts that civil service re-
form, minority representation, the control of
railways and telegraphs, and Lhe extension
of' the power of the central goveroment
will be the main issues in fature political
campaigns—another safe prophecy after the
facta.

Next—and this is somewhat new—he pre-

dicts, within the comiL_ ten years, the
worst financial panic this country has ever
known, more widespread and disastrous
then that of 1837—all debis created by our
paper money era will be wiped out or com-
promised, and land will temporarily fall to
half its present value.
This panic will be precipitated, in all
probability, by the failureof the Northern
Pacific Railroad and, perhaps, of the bank-
ers who mapage it. Amazing frands in
connection with our rallroads .generally will
discredit all stocks, good and bad, and the
panic extending to the National Banks “wlll
« develop an amonnt of rottenness in Lhose
« Institutions beyond the power of imagin-
¢ gtion to conceive.”

Fifth, he predicts that in ten years’ Lime
the Northern Pacitic Rallroad will be re-
garded as one of the most astounding lo-
stances of human credality and folly. Bixth,
that when all the great Pacific rallroads
break down, as break Lhey must, an jmme-
diate demaod will be made for the govern-
ment to control and run them—and Lhis
will be the entericg wedge for the Hoal con-
trol of all means of rapld transit by the
central government.

Belore the breakdown ol our rallroad sys-
tem, he predicts, seventh, that corruption
wil be rampant In Washington—the rail-
road rings will run the government wherever
their interests are at stake—and he winds
up with the elghth and last prediction that
few will heed his prophecles, and alter they
prove true they will have been forgotten,
thos farnishing another instance of a pro-
phev's belng dishonored by his own people.

All of which is a fair exampie of the out-
comme of advanced modern green and purple
Positive thonghts. Nevertheless, the predic-
tion of a financial panic within the next Lwo
yedra may deserve some consideration from
the blind and degraded beings who are cen-
tent to read newepapers printed with black
ink. :

Washiogton Lee University. And now, late
in the day, but not too late, the University
of Virginia, at Charlottesville, appealsto Its
alomul to raise hall amillion—an appeal

,jrhich will not go unheeded.— Last, and

promoling the cause of education by means
ol music—scholastic negro minstrelsy—a
freshman Brudder Bones, a sophomore Lid-
dlist, a junior banjoist and & senior tambo-
rinist—a bighly caitivated troupe, up to the
gerunds in do, colleglite end-meo, vocalists,
familiar with the digamma, and nobody that
can’t conjugate fupto or decline penna! *Ii8
even 8o. ‘The Hampton classical tronpe bave
performed in Washington, and are DOW in
New York. An enthusiast, who heard them
in the former cily, describes their music a8
u gpearthly.” He thinks that the ‘‘unnatu-
“ral past” of Lhe performers has been
1 gondensed ” into it.

In this struggle for exiatence as between
black and white colleges, shall we expect
« gurvival of the fittest?” Can the Uni-
versily of Virgloia compete with cork that
was burnt by natare? Will the Baptists
plonge into the intricacies of the plantation
melody and beseech pecuniary aid lo Lhe
tone of ¢ Susannab don’t you cry?” Where
will Roanoke College (shade of Jack Run-
dolph!) be in this flerce warlarel

These are nnanswerable conundrums of
an awfal and nnaccountable epoch in bu-
man afaira.

Revival of Exuiness.

The New York Herald predicts a revival of
businesa sotlvity this epring, and an Increase
In trade generally. This prospect will prob-
ably be realized tos considerable extent in
the Bouth as well a8 In the North. In fact,
it Is only by a revival at the South that any
great or solld improvement can be Becured 1o

the North.
