THE SHAKESPEARIAN DRAMA.
Another Locture by Profossor Miles=Tho
Oharacter and the Play of Macbethm
A New and Original Criticism on
Shakespeare's Tragio Masterpieos,
Tne sixih of the conrse of Bhakespearian
lectures by Proieesor J. W. Miles was dellvered
last evening at the Confederate Home, the
sobject belnz the character and the play of
Macbeth. The lecturer began with an analysis
of the leading element of fascinatlon In 1his
drama, which had been designaled by Drake
“the greatest effurt of Bhakespeare's ganius
and the mostsublime and impressive drama
the world has ever beheld.” Theoverweenlog
ambition of the leading actors of this drama
enchaln the Interest of the spectators 88 only
the contemplalion of great virtues should,
but |t 18 not from any love of the wickedness,
which Is the resultant of the passlons poriray-
ed, but the grandeur, sublimity and power of
the motives Impelling the actions of Lhe lead-
ing characlers of the drama. They dlsplay,
\o thelr utmost intensity, the operatlos of
powers and capacities which lurk, Lo a greater
or lessdegree, In every human being. Whether
perverted or nof, Lhe revelatien of these deep
and powerful influences ol human pature chal®
lenge altention and awaken responsive ca-
pacities ln the mind of the reader, of which
he may before have been lgnorant. It Is the
caltivation of these dormant 2apacliies which
individealizes existence. Charlty, for lo-
stance, In its full sepee, means more than
4l giving, and 8o eablilon has 8 deeper
meanipg than the desire to rise upon
the downfall of others—it Includes all
that roud of desire which makes one alm to
be more Lhan be 18 In the eyea of hisacqualn-
{ance, his age, his conscleuce and bis God.
Apother lllustration was used by the lecturer
as follows: Without Irritabllity of fibre no
gtimull could excite muscular action, and o
wilkont ambition there would be Do lociting
cansge for deeds of extraordioary moment, be
thelr Issaes good or evll. Iao thecase ol the
Satan of Paradise Lost, It 18 not sympatby with
evil that makes him a hero In our eyee, bat It
lathe recognition that he ls & belog actuated
by s eublime passion, Another Aourcs of
welrd fasclnation In these scenes of horror was
the revelalon of the unknown capacity of the
human soul for deeds ol evil.

A careful contrast was drawn between Mac-

beth and Richard IIL, the two great usurpers
of the Shakespearian drama. Macbeth was
made the sport of epiriis of the lofernal re-
glons, his temptation came in superhuman
ghape and had o supernatoral effect, while
Richard wae, from his first appearance, a vil-
laio with no redeeming spark save a suffi-
ciency of animal courage Lo work out his vil-
lanles, Macbeth was described before his
Introdnction lo the andience as loyal and
patriotic, and he had performed prodigles of
valor In his condact on the battle fleld agalnst
the ‘rebellions Cawdor and tbe Invadlog Nor-
weyans, His first appearance on the stage,
was ‘when wiih Baoguo he came eudden-
ly upon the wiiches' conclave, and was
excited by thelr prophecies to dreams of
fotore -exaliation, which his own judgment
10ld tim could only come- by traltorous crime
on his part: Thege wilches Were a study In
themselvee; they were bizarre only Inexter-
oale, and, while*lo converse among Lhem-
selves, hey seemed lhe verlest drabs, they
showed by their more elevated dlscourse In
addressing Muobeth that they were imepired
by & {ar subller power than they themselver
possessed. They-were the tspes of templa-
ton, the tools of & -deeper power, pod were
doubtless . introduced as typical of the Infiu-
ences of .lbe spirit of the powers of Lhe air
upon buman Inclinations, although the poet
had tuken care to show that they were not
the vislons of Macbetl’s Imagination by
the colloquy with Banquo, in which It
was shown that both bad seen them, and that
both agreed In thbeir remembrance of lbe
prophecies. The witches halled Macbelh as
thane of Cawdor, and aleo a8 the {umre king,
and knowlng as be did that the thane of Caw-
dor lived, the first eppellation appeared as
wonderfol and as_Improbable as the second.
He was sarprised, however, In the nextbreath
by the messenger cf the kiog coming to tell
him of his elevation to the lordship of Caw-
dor; und this portion of the eybil's prophecy
belng thus verified he beglos Lo concelve the
poesibility of the rest becomlog true. It
was pot slrange that the ldea of mur-
der almost Immediately suggested Ilsell
1o the bold warrior in that wild age,-and Lhe
fortultous clrcumstance of the king's coming
to lodge at his casile quickened Lhe thought
and gave It chance for uiterance 1o actlon.
The letter to his wile, however, showed that
while he bad been pondering deeply on the
sopernatural revelation he had shruok (rom
crime, and the reading of it introduced upon
the stage that terrible being, Lady Macbeth,
for whom It was hard to find & paraliel In the
whole range of dramatlo literature—a fearful,
majestic sloper, & queenly flend, almost &
fitling consort for the throne of Erebus,
Toe remainder of the terriple drama was
vividly sketched by the 1:cturer, showlog
how Macbeth was hurried on from crime to
crime with a haste that form-a a technical
defect In the constructlon of Lhe play, unill
the final calastrophe, (an expression war-
ranled here since Bchlegel terms Lhe murder
ot Duncan ‘‘the first catastrophe,”) where
the grim, crime-tainted villaln of the tragedy
ls stiill deemed wortby of & soldier’s death
upon the battle-fleld, and the clash ot his own
armns forms his fitting requiem, and where
the scales of retribution are nicely adjusted
to thelr true polese by the delivery of Scotland
belng awarded to the (rusty sword of Mac-
duff, who thus avenges the wicked butchery
ol his own wile and babes.
