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From Camden.

- A letter from Camden, S. C., to a
Northern jaurnal. speaks as follows:

- ““As to the freedmen, they are be-
having just as those who are acquaint-
ed with them would expect. Gene-
rally, they are facile and quiet; few
cases of (Esorder occur, but they are
a8 indolent end regardless of their
contracts as was to be expected. The
planters and other employers keep
their coniragts to the letter, and the
negroesutterlydisregard them. When
proof is made before the Provost
Courts of such. facts, the contract is
annulled and the negro is dismissed
the plantation—a happy riddance, it
is frue, as he will-not work; but, in
the meantime, who will gather the

resent crop or prepare for the next?
}.”i]fering prevails to a.fearful extent
in some sections, and often.the Pro-
vost Court punishes theft; yet neither
the garrisons nor the citizens seem io
be able to check these depredations,
or to catch many culprits. The con-
viction is fastening itself on the minds
of our people that farming will be our
only agricultural resonrce; planting
on a large scale will not answer for
the freedmen. The consequence will:
be that Ioxrge tracts of land will be
thrown out to rest. Now is the op-
“portunity for immigration. Hitherto,
planters could afford to keep large
numbers of negroes on poor lands,
because, although they were poor,
they were healthful; an abundance of
bread and meat could be raised, and
the growth and increase of the negroes
enriched the planter’s children. This
was all his profit. Now there is an
end to this. The negro must have a

more fruitful claim, where a very:

liftle labe¥ will promise a living.
‘Whole sections will thus be depopu-
Iated of their negro lnbor. We have
in the upper portion of this District a
beautiful country, which invites the
attention of the land-seeker—the
North-west portion of the District, at
and near the intersection of Beaver’s
Creek and Wateree River. Before
the introduction of large numbers of
slaves and the enhanced production
of cotton, at the commencement of
the present century, these lands, over
a wide extent of smiling valley and
blooming hillside, were occupied hy
small farmers, engegedgin the enlti-
vation of wheat and indigo, the then
" staples of the country, besides Indian
corn and other home supplies, these
farms seldom exceeding three hundred
acres—generally from fifty to ome
“hundred; now an average plattation
is probably two thousand acres. The
cause which drove ont the -vhite
farmer having ceased, the tendency
will be back to the condition in which
slavery found this section, and for
which it is admirably adapted. It is
a beantiful country—scenery very fine,
air most salubrious and -bracing,
finely watered. health equal to any
spot on earth; the soil, originally very
‘fine, but now worn, recuperites very
rapidly from the disintegration of the
granite which pervades the soil.
There are quarries of as fine granite
in many localities as the world pos-
sesses, while for fruits no locality or
soil is better adapted. The grape
flonrishes in great profusion, and
there is no better vine country on the
continent. To a company of emi-
grants great inducements would bhe
offered, and while houses were being
prepared on their own farms, the
abandoned negro houses would fur-
nish shelter. Capitalists of the North,
here is a fine opportunity to inci: ase
your fortunes and to buiid up.a happy
gottlement for a thousand fomilies of
good white people, in a delightful and
healthful locality, already cleared and
setfled, with churches, school houses,
&e., allgeady. Small farmers must
and will possess this choice Theality.
‘A eompary formed now r;.mi;ld serure

all tife ‘lands in this vicinage at first-
rate prices, for free negro labor will
not suit it.” -

The United States Goverument
denied #he right of socession and waged
war upon the Confederate States, which
stood upon the defensive. A terrible war
of invasion® and desolation followed, and
finally the Confederate States were over-
whelmed by force of nambers and dissolved,
At the end of tho war the State of Sonth
Caroling found the Confederacy broken up,
her citizens who survived the terrible:
ordeal exhausted and impoverished, her
institutions destrosed, and the whole conn-
try ocenpied by the military forces of the

United States.” Under these peinful eir-
cumstances, the President of the United
States invited the States lately composing

the Confederacy to re-organize their gov-

ernments and restore their connection with

the Constitution and Government of the

United States, npon certain conditions, the

principal of which was an aequiesence in

the abolition of slavery, which had been

accomplished by the military authoritics.

The Statc, wiscly in my jndgment, respond-

ed favorably to the invitation. -Itis true

that the mere issne of battle doesnot prove

right any moro_than did the old *‘wager of

battle;” but it does prove power which ean-

not be disregarded. A Provisional Goger-

nor was appointed, who ealled another con-

vention of the people, which ha- lately

repesled the Ordinance of Secession, and

Ly an article.in the State Constituiion,

recognized the abolition of slavery and pro-

hibited its re-establishment. By repeal-

ingath&t of Secession, the Ordinsnce of

1788, through which South Carolinn be-

came & member of the Union, was ipso

facio revived, and we are this day in the

Union precisely as we became in 1788 and

remained up to 1860.

We are now in a very anomaleus position.
Relying upon the good faith and patriotic
intentions of the Presideni of the United
States, we have done all that was required
of us 1o restore our old relations te ihe
Constitution and the Union; but atill we
have not becn received into fellowship at
Washington. That important part of the
plan of reconstrnction remains yekto be
accomplished. Té is understoodwthat -a
party will uppose the Predi®nt’s plan of
reorganizing the States and giving to them
equality of rights, and will insishk npon still
farther despoiling and erulhing he Siases
of the South as congunered provinces. This
radical fanatical party opposed our leaving
the Union, and naw they oppose our return-
ing to it. When we were in the Union, they
abused us on account of slavery. They
waged war upon us because we tried to
separate from them, and now that we pro-
posé to return without slavery, they still
ubjoct.  Ti this emergeney, the State heeds
Much
remains to be done, and nat the least is to
secure a prudent, faithful and patriotic
representation in Congress, to asgist and
forward the work of restoration which the
State has commenced. I arrogate not te
myself fifness to form part of such a rep-
regentition, but friends have urged me for-
ward. and 1f you are willing to try me, I
will give my best efforts.

In some respects, wo are at the beginning
of our policy, as if we were a new State
about to assume new relations with our
sisfer States; but we must never allow our-
selves to forget that in other respects we
are an old State—a State having antece-
dents—a name to meintain and a history to
preserve.  Whatever may betide us in the
unecertain future, the past, at least, ia se-
ecure, South Carolina has never swerved
from the path of honor, as she conceivedit.
We have a record of which none need be
ashamed; and when any apostate son af

cast him out as unworthy of her,  The
devotion of cvery true son of the State
wdheries in adversity as well a4 i pros-
perity—in loyal throngh evil as well as
throngh good report: and in the midst of
the greatest misfortaues, “sticketh closer
fhan a brotuer. .

After the dilegations from the Southern
States shall have been received into Con-
gress, many delicate and important duties
will devolve npon them, especially in refer-
ence to the freedmen of the Svuth, and the
control which Congress, or a pacty in Con-
gresa, may desire still to cxercise aver
them. It may not be improper, in this
couneetion, Ill.ﬂa_" that, wh‘ilsl 1 have ap-
proved the conrse of the State in suvking
to restore her okd relations with the Govern-
ment of the Unpted States, ithasbecnapon
the faith and expectation that the State, as
so01 as reconstructed, is to have entire
control of the whole subject of her domes-
tic affairs. The State, and the State alone,
minst Le left to decide to whom she will
mive the right of suffrage or other political
rights. A new code noir must be cnacted
to protect and govern the population lately
made free—to prevent idlencss, vagrancy,
pauperism ﬂ]l!Fl'I’illli'- I am not prophes
enough to foresec whether we can sueced,
bt I solemnly believe it will bo llll{mnulhlu
to live in the conntry at allunless the State
hae exclusive control of the whole subject.
I have hope that thiswillbe permitted, and
I think ik is in accordance with our inte-
reats and true policy to sustain the Presi-
dent and the Demoeratic party in their
efforis to restore the States to their posi-
tiom of cquality and to give them equal
rights in the Government.

With these views, if thie votera of {he
District think that I can serve them or thi:
State in this eritical emergency, I will do
my best for them; but 1 have too high a
sense of my own incompetoncey and of the
lifkculties and reaponsibilities of the posi-
tion, Lo solicit it by a personal canvass,
