equally corrupt character. The public
may very soon look for fur more ex- i
traordinary developments from that
quarter than anything which has yetappeared in connection with the ope-rations of this Bureau. It is this
kind of work that the radicals in.'
Oongress are trying to defend and
continue for three or fouryears more,aud to such men a~ chose who aro en-
gaged in this business that they desire
to give increased power and addi-
tional facilities to abuso the negroand speculate in his necessities. The
Pres; dent should make short work of
the bill before him, aud veto it jwithout delay. There is no tellingthe extent of the abuso and corrup¬tion that will flourish among the I
agents of thc Freedmen's Bureau, if
the bill becomes a law. In the de¬
velopments which have already takeuplace we have seen sufficient to cou- (demn the whole system, and wo are
promised additional evidence from
Texas which will no doubt remove jeven the last chance for their friends
to defend the action of the agents of
the Bureau.-New York Herald.
