 Delivered before the Grand Lodge of

Aneient Free Masons of South Caroliva, in

the city of Charleston, an Tuesday even-

ing, November 20:

Brernnes: 1 congratulate you apon  us-
sembling in yfar Annual Communiecation
under anspices so favorable. Whilst the
husbandman has gathered but seanty
harvest from his toil during the vear, and
whilst tumult and confusion pervade the
political world, peace ins brougiat to the
Masgonic erafh in this Siate, rencwed pros-
verity and the means of a more extend
benevolence to allevinte human suflering.
Let us, then, not forget to make onr
profound acknowledgments to the Grand
Architect of the Universe, for his manifold
und beneficient blessings, and so govern
ourselves that the evnical will find no good
canse of reproach against our aucient and
venerated institution. Let us mark the
history of ¥ree Masonry with gool works,
anid show Low beaatiful it is for brethren
“to dwell” in peace and unity together.
Lot us minister with a rencrons charity to
the wants of onr suffering and afilicted
brethren—pour the balm of consolation in
the heart, and relieve the crushing poverty
which has overtaken their widows and
arphans.  The field in which we are ealled
to Inbor in this State, in mibistering to
the wants of those who have a moral and
Musonic right to call upon us for aid, is
broad and expansive —let it not bo cholked
#nd blighted by tho neglected weeds of
parsimony or callony heartlessness. i

With tliese preliminary observations, I
beg leave respectfully to report to yon the
uperations of this office.

Not being present at your last annual
communication in Columbia, you author-
ized my nstallation as Grand Master by
M. W. Brother B. Iush Campbell, Past
Grand Master, in any subordinate lodge,
and at as early a period as suited onr con-
veuienco.

No convenient oceasion arose, and after
waiting until the first Monday in February,
and finding that the accuniulating busi-
ness required the qualification of the
Grand Master, I was pn that day installed
by M. W. Brother A. T. C. Pievson, Past
Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Min-
nedota, in Bulomon’s Lodge No 1, in this
Citv.

This ceremony was attended by hrethren
representing nearly every State in the
Union—econdueted by a worthy brother re-

siding in the far West, and representing a
people who, only, & few brief months De-
fore, were arrayed in arms against our
people, but who, as soon as the obliga-
tions and allegiance of thie Lellicerents to
their redpective Governments permittoed,
united on a eommon altar, and buried the
animositica of the past in a bottomless pit
of oblivien. No sooner was peace pro-
claimed, than our fraternal relations were
re-catablished, and the harmony of our
temple reconstructed without question,
c.cn(qitiauu or amendments. The charity
of Christian churches lias not yet been
equal to obliterating the bitter dissonsions
in the past, and yet our brotherhood is
firmly—gloriously—re-established. Such is
Masonry! May we prove worthy exemplars
«f an iastitntion which teaches such tenets
as pencrously dispel all hate and malice
arainst o brother.

Thera have bLeen gome signal illustra-
tions of the complete restoration of frater-
nal relations in every seetion of the Union,
and of the disposition of Lodges and
brothren toalleviate the misfortunes which
have overitaken ®s in varions ways within
the past few sad years.

The Grand Lnd"gc of the State of Penn
»ylvanie, with a noble disintercstedncas,
responded to the appeal made by our
Brethren Bruns and Simms, acting under
suthority of my predecessor, and donated
$1,000 to this Lodge. This donation was
acknowledged by me, and a drafi drawn in
favor of Dro. Bruns for the amount on
Bro. Williamson, Grand Treasurer of that
Lodge, and paid by him to your Grand
Treasurer, { suggest that somo action Le
taken by yon in acknowledsmment of car
fraternal spprecintion of this generous do-
uation, a:uF that the correspondence be-
twoen M. W, Bro. Lucins H, Seott, Grand
Master of Pennsylvania, and myself, on
the subject, be published with your pro
ceedinga,

Sewe worthy brethiven in Boston have
prasented a set of jewels to one of the
Lodges in this eity, and o worthy brother
iu New York succéeded in obtaining there
a Dast Master's jewel, which had voon ab-
atracted, and restored it tn Landmark
Lodge of this eitr, through Diro. Gurney.
A brotherin Syracuse, New York as in-
terested himseif to recover the jewela of
Claremont Lodge —supply such ‘as could
not be reelsimed, and restored them. A
brother from Ilinois has recovered and
kinfly restored the Warrant of Conatitu-
tion of Allen Lodge; and several similar
acts of kinduess have been extended to
the Lodges of this State, the details of
which would not be of special interest.

Sinee the Tth of Febrnary last, 1 hiave
granted dispensations for seventeen mow
Lodges, which is the largeat number over
granted in this Stato in any preceding
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yoear, and furnishes the very highest cvi- |

dence of the increasing prosperity, popu-
larity and growing usefuluess of our ord or,

Bethel Lodge is eituated in Spartanburg
District, and was recommended by Reid-
ville Lodge, of the samo District. Shortly
after the (lspensation was granted. I re-
ceived a communication from the W. M.,
of Wallace Lodge, Laurens District, com-
plaining that Bethel was neaver to Wal-
Iace than Reidville ; thad the former had
refused to recommend Bethel; and that
the petition thus rejected was presented
to Reidville and improperly granted.

It is about two miles nearer to Walluce
than to Heidville, but the Enoree River,
the dividing line between Spartanburg and
Laurens Districts, separates Wallice anid
Bethel. When the bridge at the usnal
erossing chances to ba carried away by
freshict=, the distance to be traveied is
greater to Wallace than Reidville.  As the
application came from residents of Spar-
tauburg, and their convenience as well as
that of the surrounding comuiunity weuld
be promoted, and us I belicved thiers was
abundant muterial of excellent quality for

f‘ullsatiuu, thongh the detion of Leidville
odge, and the action of the petitioners
in failing to state the facts to me fully
when the application wus made, dil not
sommend them o my approval.  The
amendment to the 134th Article of the
Constitution, adopted at the last Commi-
nication of thie Grand Lodge, prolibits o
Lodgo located in one District from eleet-
ing or iniliating any member residing in
anuther District, if there be a Lodge in
the District where the candidate resides.
The material in Spartanburg, though more
convenicnt to Wallace, cannot be worked
by that Lodge, and [ recommend that a
Warrant of Constitution be granted Bethel
Lodge.

I have received aud beg to lay befure
you & memorial of the presiding officers of
the Lodzes in the city of Columbia, with
reference to the donation made this Grand
Lodze by the Grand Lodge of the State of
Penusylvatiia.  The Commissioners by
whom the donation was obtained svers ap-
pointed by the.oflicers of the Grand Lodze
of this State to ropresent the necesaities
of the Columbia Lodges, who had lost
their halls, jewels and furniture by the
disastrous fire of February, 1865, and the
request of these Lodges to have the fund
appropriated exelusively to their benefit,
agcma to be founded in justice. In an in-
terview I have had with the Commissioners
the view of the Columbis Lodges is fully
sustained. For reasons entirely satisfuc-
tory, which wiil be explained to you by the
Comimissioners, the &nnation was made to
the Grand Lodge, te dispense aceording to
its diseretion ; but the misfortunes of the
Columbis Lodges unquestionably furnish-
ed the consideration for the bounty, and 1
respectfully recommend that the whole
enm be appropriated for their benefit.

Lrearet to say to you that the Grand
Lecturer of this State, Brother Muckey,
has communicated to me his purpose of
resigning that posision, on account of his
inability, from ofticial engagemonts in the
eity, to visit the country Lidges in the pro-
secution of his valuable and much valued
labors. Hiscontribations to the Lodges in
oral instruction, to the literature of Mason-
ry—in expounding the rites, ceremonies,
ordinances, usages and traditions-—:n the
numerous volumes he has published,
places the fraternity under the deepost

| obligations to him, who has for more than

a quarter of a sentury labored to dissemi-
nate and elevate the science of Froe
Masonry.

In retiving from a position which lie has
signally adorned for 80 many vears, he will
carry with him the grateful ‘scknowleds-
ments of his brethren, for whose im-
provement Le has labered so assiduously,
a reward seeond only in value to the self-
conscionsuess of having performed well his
great task.

To secure unity and consisteney in the
workings of the snbordinate Lodges, it is
very desirable that this vacancy should be
filled by some worthy, well informed
brother. The ofiice was created by reso-
lution, which also desigunated him “as the
person to {ill it, and his resignation will
not only vacate, but terminate the office,
If you concur with me in the propricty of
continuing the oftice, it will e NEerHsary
for you to take action to that end and
provide a salary for him.

As cach new presiding officer of the
Grand Lodge assumes his position, he is
subjected to uch embarrassment in
deciding the almost innomereble ques-
tions submitted to him, from the omission
of his predecessors to make any record of
the decisions made during their terms.
In & few yoears, if these decisions were pre-
served, & large mass of Masonie jurispro-
dence would be accumlated, new officers
would have precedents for the ques-
tions to be decided, and unity, uniformity,
and consistency be secured 1 the general
administration of Muasonic law, notwith-
standing the change of officials,

I therefore suggest thet heoreafier the
