Regular Besslon, 1871 and 1872,

AN AOT TO AMEND AN AOT (RO. 882) ENTI-
TLED ‘*AN AOT TO GEANT, RENEW AND
AMEND THEOHARTERS OF OERTAIN TOWNS
AND VILLAGES THEREIN MENTIONED,”
COMMENCING WITH BECTION No. 36 oF
BAID AOT, RELATING TO THE INCORPORA-
TION OF THE TGWK OF WRIGHTSVILLE,
PASSED AT THE REGULAR BESSION OF THE
GENERAT: ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF
BOUTH OAROLINA, 1870-71.

SeorroN 1. Be il enacted by the Senals
and House of Representatives of the State
of South Carolina, now met_and sitting in
Genaral Assembly, and by the authorily of
the sams, That trom and after the pus-
sage of this Act, all oitizens of this
Btate, having resided twelve - months
within this State, and sixty days in the
village of Wrightaville, shall be deemed,
and are hereby declared to be, o body
politic and corporate, snd the said wvil-
lage shall be called and known by tha
name of Wrightaville, aud its corporate
limits ghsll inclade Edisto Island, to-
gether with Eddiugsville. The metes
and bounds of said town of Wrightsville
will be bound on the North by North
Edisto Inlet, or River, on the South by
South Edisto River and Saint Helenn
Sound, and on the Eust by Atlantio
Ocean, and on the West by Johasse
Island and Edisto River,

8eo. 2. That the said village shall be
governed by an Iotendant and four
Wardens, who shall be citizens of the
United Btates, and whe shall have re-
sided in this State twelve months, and
shall have boen residents of the said vil-
lInge sixty days immediately preceding
their election, and who-shail be elected
on the third Monday in May, 1872, and
on the same dny in each year thereaftor,
ten days’ publio notice thereof being
previously given; and that all male in-
habitants, of the age of twenty-one
years, oitizens of the Siaie, and who
shall have resided within the State
twelve months, and in the said village
gixty days immediately preceding the
election, shall be entitled to vote for
said Intendant and Wardens—panpers
and persous undet disabilities for crime
excepted.

8eo, 8. The snid eleotion shall be held
al some convenient publio place in said
village, from eight o’clock in the morn-
ing, until four o’clock in.the alternpon,
and when the polls shall be closed, the
Manageras shall forthwith count the
votes and declare the election, and give
notice thereof, in writing, to the Intend-
ant therein being, who shall, within two
days thereafter, give notice, or canse the
same to be given, to thu persons duly
elected: Provided, The Commissioners
of Eleotion of Charleston County shall
call the first election under this Aut, and
shall appoint Munagers to conduot the
same, who shall make returns thereof to
the Commissioners the same ns other
elections held in this State; and the said
Commissioners shall count the votes and
dealare the election, and notify the per-
sone 80 elected Intendant and Wardens
of the suid village. The Intendant and
Wardens, before entering upon the da-
ties of their offices, shall respectively
take the oath prescribed by the Consti-
tution of the State, and also the follow-
ing oath, to wit: “"As Iutendant (or
Warden) of the village of Wrightsville,
I will equally and impartially, to the
best of my ability, exercise the trost re-
posed in me, and will use my best ou-
deavors to preserve tho peace and carry
into effect, azzczding to law, the pur-
poses for which I have been slected: So
help me God.” Aud, if any persop,
upon being eleoted Intendant or Ward-
en, shall refuse to aot ns such, he shall
forfeit and pay to the Counaeil the sum of
twenty dollars for the use of the said
village: Provided, 'I'hat no person who
has attained the age of sixty years shall
be compelled to serve in either of said
offices; nor shall any other peraon be
compelled to serve, either as Intendant
or Warden, more than one yesr in any
term of throeyears. ThoIntendantand
Wardens, for the time being, shall al-
ways appoint one or mors Boards of Ma-
nagers, three Managers for each Bourd,
to conduaot the elestion, who, before they
open the polls, shall take an oath fairly
and impartially to condunet the same.

S8ra. 4. That in case 8 vacancy ahall
ocour in the office of Intendant or uny
of the Wardens, by death, resignation,
removal, or otherwise, an election to fll
such vacaney ehall be held by ordor of
the Intendant and Wardens, or a mujo-
rity of the same, ten duys’ publio notice
being previonsly given; and, in esse of
sickness, or temporary absence of the
Intendant, the Wardens, forming tho
Couneil, shall be empowerail to eless vne
of the number to uct as Intendant due-
ing the time.

Sro. 5. That the Intendant and Ward-
ans, duly elected und quulitied, shall,
during their term of servieo, severally
and respectively, be vestod with sll thu
power of Trisl Justices, or Justicos of
the Peace, ns tho case may be, in this
State, within the limits of the said vil-
lage, except for the trinl of amall and
mean esuses; aud the Intendant shall or
may, ns often oy is hecessary, summon
the Wurdess to meet in Counneil, any
three of whom, with the Intendant, shuil
gonstitute n quorum to tranemot busi-
ness, and they shall be koown as the
Town Council of Wrightsville; and they
and their successors in oflive, hereaftor
to be eleoted, may Liave o common goul,
which may bo uffised to all of their
Ordinances; may sue and bo sued, plead
and be impleaded, in any Court of jus-
tice in this Hiate, and purchase, hold,
possess nnd euvjoy to them and their
successors, in perpetuity, or for any
torm of years, any estute, reul, poersonul
or mixed, and sell, ulien or convey tho
same: Provided, 'I'ho same shall not ox-
ceed, at nny ous time, tho sum of ten
thousnnd dollars, And tho said Town
Council shall Luve authority to sppoint,
{rom time lo timo, as thoy may sce fit,
such and so wmany vroper porsons to act
88 Murshals or Constablos of said village,
as the suid Conneil muy deem LECesHury
aud expedient for the preservation of
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the peace, good order and police thereof;
which persons, sn appointed, ahall,
within the corporate limits of said vil-
lnge, have the power and privileges, and
be snbject to all the obligations, penal-
ties and regulations provided by law for
the office of QConstubles, nnd shall be
liable to be removed at the plessure of
saia Uounoil; and ths said Town Conncii
shall have power to establish, or anthor-
ize the establishment, of a market house
in snid village; also, to authorize the
establishment of a guard house, and pre-
soribe snitable rules and regulations for
keeping and governing the same; and
until the snid guard house be esta-
blished, they shall be authorized to nee
a room in the common jail in tho Coun-
ty of Oharleston, for the confinement of
nll who may be stbjéct to be committed
for a violation of any Ordinunces, rules
and regulations of said town; and the
enid Town Couneil, or the said Intend-
ant and Wardens, in person, any one or
more of them, may authorize any Mar-
shal of the town, or any Constable,
specinlly appointed for that purpose, to
arrest and commit to the said guard
house, or jail of Charleston County, as
the case may be, for a term not excoed-
ing twenty-four hours, nny person or
persons, who, within the corporate
limits of aaid town, may be engaged in
8 breach of the peace, any riotous or
disorderly conduct, open obscenity,
public drunkenness, or any conduct
grossly indecent, or dangerous to the
oitizens of said town, or any of them;
and it shall be the duty of the Town
Marshals, or Constables, to arrest and
commit nll snch offenders, when re-
quired so to dn, and who shall have
power to oull to their assistancs the posse
comitatus, if need 'be, to aid in making
such arrest; and upon the failure of sueh
officers to perform such duty as raquired,
they shall, severally, be subject to such
fines and penalties as the ''own Counecil
may impose npon them; and all persons
so_imprisoned shall pay the costs and
expenses incident to their imprisonment,
which said costs and expenses shull be
collected in the same manner as is pro-
vided for the collection of fines imposed
for the violation of Ordinances, rules
and regulations: Provided, 'Chat such
imprisonment shall not exempt the party
from the payment of any fine the Coun-
cil may impose for the offence which he,
she, orthay may bave committed. Andthe
8aid Town Council shall huve fall power
and anthority, nnder their corporate
seal, to mnke il snch rules, ragulations,
by-laws and Ordinances, respecling the
atreots, ronls and the Lusineass thereof,
n8 well a3 tha police systom of the said
town, as shall appear to them necessary
sud proper for the security, welfurs and
convenience, and for preserving health,
order and good government wilhin said
town. Aund the said Town Counecil may
imposo fines for offonces aguinst their
by-laws, rules and regulations and Ordi-
nances, and appropriute the same to the
publio use of snid town; and the said
Town Ccuncil shall have the same powet
that Trial Justices, or Justices of the
Peace now have, or may herenfter have,
to compel the attendance of witnesses,
and requiring them to give evidance
upon the trial before them of any per-
8san or persons for a violation of any of
their Ordinances, by-luws, rules or re-
gulations; but no fine ubove the sum of
twenty-five dollars shall bo colleoted by
8nid Conucil, except by snit in the pro-
per courts of justice in this State; nad,
also, that nothing herein contained shall
authorize snid Council to muke any
Ordinance or by-law inconaistent with,
or repugnant to, the laws of the State.
Sro. 6. That the said Intendant apd
Wardens, or a majority of them, ahall
have power to abate uud remove all
nuisances in eaid town; and it shall be
their duty to keep all ronds, ways,
bridges and atrests in said town open
and in good repair; and, for that pie-
pose, they are invested with all the
powers of County Commissioners, or
Uommissioners of Ronds, for and within
the corporate limits of tho ssid town:
and they may lay out new streoty, closs
up, widen or otherwine alter thoso now
iu use; and alull have full power Lo
clasnify and arranga the inhabitants or
oitizens of waid town linble to street, rond
or other public duty theraln, and to fores
the perlormance of such duty, under
snoh punalties as are now, or shall Liere-
altor be, prescribed by law; and they
shall have power to componnd with ail
porsous linble to work the streots, WiLYH
aod roads in aaid town, upen soch
terms ns their Ordinanees or Ly luws
may establish, or their roles and regaln-
tiony require-—the moueys 8o recoived to
he applivd to tho publio usas of said
tewn; and all persons refusing to labor,
or failing to pay such commutation,
shall be hable to sueh fine, not wxeoed-
ing twenty dollars for Uy ono yesr, ny
the said Town Couneil muy impose; and
they shall have tho powor to enforco the
payment of such fine, in tho snme man-
uer ns is now, or may be b reaftor, pro-
vidud for the eollection of County tuxey,
And thoe said Town Conneil shall hiuve
powor, with the consent of the adjacont
land owners, to close all suel ronds,
strooty and ways, within the said town,
s thoy may deom necossary, by tho anio
of tho freobold therein, vithor nt privite
or pnblie sale, ay they may sdjudign bust
for the intorost of the anid town; and
they shall koep in repuir nll such now
streots, ronds and ways as they may,
from time to.time, decm necessnry for

the improvementnnd convenienco of said

town: Provided, That no strect, road or
way shall be opened withont first hav-
ing obtained the consent of the land
owner or owners thereof through whose
premises any such new street, rond or
WOy may pass.

Sro, 7. The snid Town Council shall
have pr #er and nuthority to require nll
person owmuog o lot or lots in smd town
to clos in, nnd to make and keep in
good repair side-walks in froot of said
lot or lots, whenever the same shall front
or adjoin any publio street of suid town,
if, in the judgment of the Couucil,
such side-wulks shall be necessary; tho
width thereof, nud the manner of con-
straction, to bedesienated and regalated
by the said Town Council; and for de-
fuult or refusal, after reasonuble notice,
to make and keep in good repair such
side-walk, nnd to close such lot or lots,
the Town Council may caunse the samo to
be made, or put in repair, and require
the owner to pay the price of moking or
repairing; and the said Town Council
are hereby empowered to sue for and re-
cover the same by action of debtin nny
court of competent jurisdiction: Pro-
vided, That such contract for making or
repairing is to belet to the lowest bidder.
"The said Town Oouncil shall appoint
three disoreet persons, who shall form a
board of supervisors of the heualth, who
shall have power over the ways nnd
water courses, ditches and stagnant water
ponds, aud take such other sunitary
measures 08 the public health require,
giving twenty days’ notice to the occu-
pants of said premises, where the said
nuisnnee lie, and in default of non-com-
pliance with the order of sail board,
the parties so offending shall be fiued in
a snm not less than twenty dollars, or
thirty daysin the County jail, for ench
and every offence, the snid compluints to
be brought before any Trial Justice, or
Justice of the Peace, in and for the
County of Charleston. The said board
shall have power over the cemeterics
aud publie grave-yards within the corpo-
ration.

Seo, 8. The Intendant and Wardens
of the said town, or a mujority of them,
shall have full power to graut or refuse
licenses to tavern-keepers, or retail api-
rituous liquors within tho corporute
limits of the said town, upon such condi-
tion and under such tircumstances ns to
them shall seem proper and right: Pro-
vided, That in no instance shall the
prioe of a license to a tavern, or to re-
tail spirituous liquors, be less than the
amount that is established by the State;
and all moneys puid for licenses nud for
fines and forfeitures ahull he uppropri-
ated to the public uses of said town:
Provided, That the Inteudant and Warc=
ens, duly electod, shall not have power
to grant any license to leep tavern or
retuil spirituons liquors to extend bo-
youd the term for which they huve been
elected. They shall have power to regu-
lete sales at nuclion within the corporute
limits of the town, and to grant licensoes
to nuctioneers, itinerant traders, to keop-
ors of hotels and livery stables, nnd to
levy a tax on nll drays, curts, wagons,
earriages, omunibases, buggics, Lorses,
mares, moles, kept for hire or use for
public purposes 1n said town; and they
shall haye the full and only power to im-
pose a tax on all shows or exhibitious
for gain or reward, within the corporate
limits of suid fown; they sball have
power to imppse n tux, not excoeding
twenty couts on every hundred dollurs
of the value of real and personnl pro-
porty lying within the corporate limita
of the town, the real und personal pro-
perty of churches nnd schools aud col-
lege associntions excopted, Thut an Or-
dinnnce declaring the rutes of sonunl
taxation npon property, and other sub-
jects of annnal taxation for the year,
ahall be published ut least three weokes
during thoe month of January, in ench
year: Provided, That tho ssid Town
Couneil shnll huve power to lovy u tux
for thia purpose, under tho same rule ns
ia above atuted, immediately nflor thoe
publication of this Act, and that all pur-
son8 liable to tnxstion under tho ssmo
shnll mako onth of their taxable pro-
perty withio said town, sud wake pay-
ment of their taxes to the Clork or ren-
aurer of suid corporation, or such other
person an they may be orderod or re-
quired to do, during tho suceeeding
mouth alter pablication; aud npon the
failure to mauke such roturn nnd puy-
ment, o5 required, the parties so in dp-
foult whall be subject to the punaltivy
provided by law fur failure to pay the
genoral State and Conaty tax, to by en-
foreed by the orders of tho Intendunt
and Wardens, or a mwnjority of them, for
the use of suid town, except that in sueh
enses that exeentions to enforeo tho puy-
ment of nuch taxes shall bo issued nnder
the seal of the corporation, wnd wuny be
directed to the Pown Murshal, or other
peraons appointed by the said Town
Couneil to levy, colleet and recsive the
same, with costs, as in such cases mada
nud provided by law; nud all propurty
upon which said tnx shall bo levied anil
agsesed is hereby declured and made
linbis for the payment thereof in prefer-
¢neo to all other debts, exeept dobts dne
Lo the State, which shall bo first i,
and that all other taxes imposmd by the
Iutendant and Wardeus, or a mujority of
them, shall bo puyuble in ndvance by the
parties linblo fof the snmo;andon fsilnro
