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to the first election herein provided for.
In the election of President and Direot-
‘ors, in the establishment of the by-laws,
and_ all other ;acta .to be done by tha
stookholders, in their corporate capacity,
each stookholder shall be entitled to one
vote for every gnld-np share of the stock
subsoribed by bim.
