of the greatest pedestrian leak} ever
undertaken, probably, is announced
to begin on April 8 Mark Grayson,somewhat known as an aotor, author
and pedestrian, will undertake to walk
around the world in 600 days. > The
wager is $25,000, between Loon Ma-
oarte and Louis M, Grayson for, andJohn P. Wilkinson and Thomas L
Mordook against, a Bnooossful termina¬
tion. Under the terms of tbo agree¬ment, Grayson is to start from tbe OityHall, in New York oity, on Saturday,April 8, 1875, and return to the eame
plnoe on Thursday, November 23,1876. The distance inoluded in the
route is 19,220 miles, which will re¬
quire from him a daily walk of a little
over 32 miles. A large part of the trip,of course, will be on ooeau steamers,during which he will make up hiB daily
average by walking on ehipboard.Should he fall short of making bis
daily average on shipboard, for auy
reason, he will make it up on land.
Ihe route of his walk is as follows;From New lork to Liverpool by water;thence to Havre, passing throughManchester, Sheffield and London:
from Havre he will walk throughFrance to Lyons;then, passing tbrooghGenoa, Florence, Rems and Naples,be will go to Constantinople; from
tbere, oroBStog the Bospboruu, be will
walk through tbe intervening coun¬
tries to India; then to Canton and
Hong Kong, China; at Hong Kong he
will tuke ship to the Philiippine Isles;tbenoo to New Guinea. Australia, tho
Saudwiob Islands, San Franoisoo. The
walk across tbe continent will finish
the nndertakiug. Tbe total number
of miles he is to walk by laud is com¬
puted at 15,712 miles, and by water,12,935 milea. Qrayson is 28 years of1
agH, 5 feet 7 moueo high, and weighs139 pounds. Ho hau been in active
training sinoe February 15, at Wil-
mington, Del.
