The New Merican of the 20th
ulty, says that if Geu, Grant will be
re-elected a new Indian Policy is to
be inaugurated soon, and as its au.
thority quotes a recent Washington
dispatch which, awmong other sen-
terices, has the following:

“The old polity of cajoling and
coaxing is to be nbandoned ahd all
treaties aud agreements are to be
broken up so far as concern the In~
dian’s possession of large tracts of
lands, Euch Indian family is to be
given a good furm aud assisted in

aining a snpport from ite produce.
ﬁ‘ha Indians are to be safe upon their
reservations, both in person and
property, but when off they wnust
take their chances, No white intrus
ders are to be tolerated on any re
gular reservation, The Indian will
be given good instruction and milis
tary force will be placed on every
reservation, but the Indiaun wiil be
held subordinate to the eivil powers."

We zhall with joy hail the day
when all this present giving und
treaty making shall be abolished
and Indian thieves and murderers
are to be treated the sume us the
white ciiminals,

That this cuu be done ia to be reen
from the prescul compurative quiet
state of the Navajoes,

Year after year they lad made
their invasion inlo our populated
districts, carrying off Jarge iierds of
stock. and taking with them into
captivity the herders, Dut when in
1803 the “Boys in Biug," wider
the leadership of that renuwn Indion
hunter. Xit Curson, overran their
country to chastise the wmarauders
and carry those captured or given
up as prisoners to the thea Military
Reservation at Fort Sumner, they
began to see their folly of havirg
broken faith with the government
and were glad, a few years ago, to
be permitted to rchabit thewr old
haunts on promise to behave them-
selves,

Among them, as among their
more civilized white brethren, are
misereants who will, in spite of the
watchfulness of agents and troops,
persist in keeping up their plunders
ing expeditions, but with Miguelito
at the head of informers, on then
cide, few stolen animals can find
their way unobserved to the reserva-
tion.

If the Apaches and other hostile
tribes which at present infest our
Territory, are to be treated in the
same wanner—hunted down if trou:
blesome and protected when indus
triously occupied upon their 1cserva-
tions—a new era will have dawued
not only upon New Mexico. but uli
the fronticr States and Territories
of the nation.
