the Utes acked if there was any more in

he world, and the nightingale said that far
off in the scuth was a people dancing ever
about & great fire, with songs and shouts.
So the mighty chief of the Utes made ready,
antsput on'a fine cap with eagle feathers in
it, ard started for the people of the south.
And, us he went, he stationed nimble run-~
ners of his tribe all the way from the land
of the Utes to fire people, at intervals of a
mile; ‘And, jurneying, he came after mauv
days to the fire poeple, dancing with son
und shouts ubout a great fire, And ﬂ
mingled with them, but they saw he wasa
stranger and looked askant at him, But he
danced and sang and ghouted with them,
aud suddenly stooping, thrust the end of
dogle plumes inte the fire, and they blazed
up mightily,  And the fire Rmp e would
haxn cauglit him, but lie lesped over their
heads and ran to the first man of his ftrihe,
and fulling exhausted, handed bim the blaz-
ing plumes and told Lim torun.  And he
run and fell exkaosted by the second man,
handing him the plumes. And so they ran
each wan catching the fire plumes fro.a the
hands of the runner, until the last man
brought it (o the land of the Utes. And
they were so rejoiced, they put the torch to
the roots of a mighty tree on the edge ofa
forcst, and shouted as it burned.

A HUNDRED YEARS AGO.

One hundred and ten years ago there was
not o single white man in what 18 now Kens
tucky, Obio, Indisna, or lllinois, Then,
whut is now the most flourishing part of the
United States, was aslittle  known as the
couutry in the heart of Afvica itself, It wus
not 1l 1776 that Boope left his home iu
North Carolina to become the first seuler
in Keatucky. And the pioneers of Ohio {!‘id
&
nada belonged 40 France 115 years aéo,
and Washington was a modest Virginia Co:
lonel, and the United States the most loyal
tt of the British empire, and scarcely a
speck on the political horizon indicaced the
etruggle that in a tcore of years was to lay
the fundation of the greatest Republic of
the world.
A huudrd yesrs ago there were but four
small newspapers i America; steam
engines had not been imagined, and loco-
motives, and railroads, and telegraphs, and
fricion matehes, und revolvers, rnd pere
secusgion caps, and breech-loading guns,
und stoves and furnnces, and gas for dwel-
ings, and India robber shoes, snd sewing
muchin~s, and anthracite cosl, and photo-
graphs, and ehromo paintings, and kerosene
oil, and free schools, and spring mattres-
ses, and wood engraving, and B car
pets, and lever watches, and greenbacks,
and cotton and woolen factones, in any<
thing like the t meaniog of these
terms, were utterly anknown.
A hundred yetrs ago the spinnlng  wheel
was in almos! very family, and elothing was
spun ard woven and made up in the house-
hold rnd the printing press wus » cumbrous
machine, worked by hand; and & nail, or s
brick, or « knife, or pair of shears or scis-
SOT#, OT & rL2OT, or & woven pair of stock-
ings, or an sxe, or hoe. or a loek or key, or
o plste of glass of any size, was not made
in whatis pow the United States.  Even in
1790 wners were only seventy-five post ol
fices in the country, and the whole extent
of qur post.routes was less than nineteco
hiundred miles. Cheap post ge was unheard
of, and had any ene sn ed the transmis-
sion of message with lighting speed he
would have been thought utterly insane,
The microscope on the one haud, and the
telegruph on the other, were in their infuncy
s instruments of science; snd geology and
chemistry were almost unkwown. In &
word, it is troe the century passed have
heen allotted more improvements, in their
bearings on the comfort and huppiness of
mankind, than to any other which has elap-
sed since the creation of the world.
