Two railronds—the thir'y second parallel,
or Texas Pacific, and the thirty~fifth paral-
lel, or Atlantic and Pacific—have each a
lund subsidy in New Mexico, the great bady
of the land slong the surveyed route, in
each cuse, lying vntside of the portions of
the Territory now surveyel. The first men-
tiored road has in its grant in New Mexico
about 10,000,000, and the other about 3,-
500,000 acres of land, the odd sections of
the townships in the surveyed regions being
already withdrawn by the secreiary of the
interior from entry and sale, and the even
sections declared subject to the laws appli-
cable to the lands within railroad grants.
The government is bound under the laws
cliartering the roads to survey and subdis
vide the regions embraced by the subsidies,
8o @8 to enable the companies to make
svailable their landed interests,

Of the area of the public lands in the
Teritory yet unsurveyed, and. of course,
uncffered and not disposed of, at least one-
tenth is susceptiblc of cultivation, and it is
capable of sustaining an extremely large
agricultural, pastoral and mining popula-
tion, the actual amouut of eultivable lands
in the valleys being very fertile and produc:
tive, The table land and pliing are inex-
hiaustible in pasturzge, and in the moun-
taing are treasures of vast stores of mineral
wealth, It embraces a country, mueh of
which is fierra incognita, it having been
but very partially explored, and, 8> far as
melals are concerned, scarcely at all pros-
pected,

Of this vast area (of 121,201 square mles,
or 77,508,640 acres in New Mexico) the
Spanish and Mexican grants, which wll be
found to be valid, it is confidently believed,
says Surveyor Genaral Proudfit, will not
exceed, including those surveyed, an nge
gregate of more than 9.000,600 or 10,000,
000 acres, or approximately one eizlith of
the total territorial area. A very large por-
tion of the unsurveyed and uncluimed pub-
lic domain of the Territory is fine ngricul-
tural, grazing und timber lunds, nll of which
are increasing in value and desirability as
the prospects of the railroad communicas
tion with the States becomes mora certain
of fulil!ment in the near future. Twoof LLe
roada which, it is hoped, will soon rench
the Territory. and one of which—the Texas
Macifie—is being pushed with great vigor,
have large land grants in this district, and
will expeet, as will seltlers, a survey of the
lands along their lines, Hereto‘ore, and
for various reasons, but prieipally because
the Territory and its people have been per
sistently wisrepresented and misunderstond,
but small appropriations have been made
for public surveys. A good deal of the ig-
norance in regard to this region has heen
! propagated by interested parlies intention-
| ailg, and a good deal of it by those who

were informed and did not seek to learn,
| nnd what has given the bad impression of
{ the Territory & great deal of its weight ia
tbe fact that among the latter class wesze
certain government officials whose business
it was Lo learn the truth and state facts.
During my residence in the Territory, my
travels Liave amounted to more than one
thousnnd miles in different parts thereof, |
have dooe this traveling mainly that | might
learn by actaal observation the naturs nud
| eapabilities of the coustry, and the charae
teristics of the people. I know that the
Territory is well deserving of mere libersl
treatment than it bas received from congress
and that, as a matter of busivess manage-
ment purely, the public surveys ought ts Le
rapidly prosecuted hereafter.

PRIVATE LAND CLAIMS.

The subject of Spanish and Mexican land
grants in Nev Mexico is one of grest im-
portance to the welfare and progress of the
Territory, and especially so with respect to
its sollling up by immigration. These

Afterwards, when the Mesican republic
sacceeded to the sovereignly of the soil, it
was (he declared policy of that government
to encourage agriculture by making to its
citizens and to communities liheral donas
tiona of the national domain for cultivation
and stock raising and ulso for mining pur-
poses.

It 13 said by those who ought to know,
that there are very [ew, if any, spurious
grants in the Territory—certainly very few
compared with the number brought to light
in Californin. Scme of these grants of lund
are now held by our citizens, other grants
by large and flourishing communities, aed
others have been purchased by eapitalists
snd wealty compenies with a view to sheir
sottlement and application to agricultural,
stock growing and mining vses.

Now that predutory incursions of the
wild Indians lave, under the poliey of the
present national admnistration, hecome
legs frequent and serious, snd now that the
advent of railroads is forescen in the near
tuture, settlers are begiuning to search out
and locate homesteads on the publie do
main beyond the frontier, under the gov-
ernmeut of the United States, and ou pn-
vate grants Dy purcliase.

The only provision hitherio made by the
Congress of the United Stales, which alone,
under the constitution, has the primary
dominion and control of the soil, for the
ascoriaiument and seltlement of ‘private
land c'aims in New Mexico, emanating
from the former goveramenta of the conntry,
is the statute of July 22, 1854, establishing
the office of Surveyor general, and author
izing and requiring that officer to hear and
adjudicate all such elaims presented tu him
fur the purpoze, and rep rt them, with his
opinion theresn, pro or con, for the final
determination—the confirmation or rajec:
tion—of Congress. The following extract
from the law refurred to, prescrives the
powers and duties of the Surveyor Generul
in the premises: —

“835c. 8. And be I' further enacted, tiat
it shall be the duty of the Surveyce Geaer.
al, under’such instructions as may™be given
by the Secretary of tha Interior, to ascer-
tain the origin, nature, character and ex-
tend of all claima to lands under the laws,
usages and customs of Spain and Mexico,
und for this purpose may issue notices, sum
mon witpesses, admicister oaths, and do
and perform all other neeessary acts in the
premises, Ha akall make a full report
upon all such claims as oviginated before
the ceseion of the Territory 1o the United
States Ly the treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo
in 1848; denoting the varicus grades of
title, with his decision as to the validity of
each of the same under the laws, usages
and customs of the country Sefore its ceszion

to the United Siates, and shall ulzo maken
| report in regard to all the pueblos existing
in the Territory, showing the eaterd and
locality of each, staling the number of in-
Lobitants in the seid pueblos respectively,
and the nature of their titles to the lands,
‘ such report to be made according to the
form which may be preseribed by the Sec
retary of the Interior, which report shall
‘ Le Iaid before Congress for such action
i thereon ns may be deemead just wad proper,
with n view to confirm bona fide grants and
give full effect to tha treaty of 1545 Lietween
the Upited States and Mexico; and antil
the final action of Congress on such claims,
all lands shall be reserved from sale cr
other disposal by the government, and shall
not be subject to the donations granted by
the previous provisions of this Act.”

In the said Terntories property of every
kind now belonging to Mexivans not estab-
Hshed there, shall be invic “ly respected.
The present ewners, the L'f".'.t_r “these, and
oIl Mexicans who may heref 'ir mequire
gaid property by cuntracts, shall enjoy with
respect to it guaranties equally ample as if
the same belonged to citizens of the United
S -

"And the treaty with ¥.xico of December
80th, 1868, commoniy known as (ke Mesi:
Ila vallay treaty, or Gadsden purchase, in
it 60D articles sti}:ulneu and provides that:
*‘All the provisions of the eighth = *
articles of the traaty of Guacalupe Hidalgo
shall apply to the Territory ceded by the
Slexican Republic in the fir-t articla of tho
present teealy, and to all the rights of
persons and property, both civil and ecele*
sinatical, within the same, as fully and
effectunlly as if' the said articles ware Lisrein
ngain recited and et forth,”’

The law of Congress of August 41k, 1864,
extended the federal and temitorisl eivil
jurisdictior. over the additional territory
acquired by the treaty of 1858, whereby the
statute whose eighth section we have quo*
ted, became operative also over the Gad:den
purchase,

The law guoted, it iy observed, prescribes
no term within which the claims for the
lands under concessions emanating from
the former governments shall be filed for
adjudication; it is entirely optional with the
claimants to present or decline to present
their daims—and it is no doubt due mainly
to this omission thut comparatively so few
have been filed and determined. The sur
veyors general have several limes recom:
mended that & date be fixed by Congrese
on or before wlich time Il these claims
shall be filed, else be forever barred from
recognition and confirmation, and the
present surveyor general proposes July 4th,
1870, for such prescribed date, The pro®
priety and expediency, and indeed the
necessity of fixing some limit to the time
wherein these claimants shall make their
titles knuwn to the government, and to the
people interested in knowing whick 1s pub*
lie domaia and which is not, are too mani*
fest to admit of question, and too urgent to
udmitof delay, Congress of course might
in its discretion extent the term, When
once established, however, we think the
effect would be to cange vearly or quite all
the cleims to be brought forward and §led,
leaving little reason for an extension of the
filing term,

Unles the law, aa it stands, sbout one
hundred and fifiy claims—exclusive of
pueblo grants—have bLeen fled with the
surveyor pencral, Of these some ninety
have received his favorable, and several Lis
unfavoralle action, and been reported to
congres; and of those reported, congresa
has by law confirmed about one half, has
rejected one, has restricted two to smuller
area, and has most of the remainder now—
May, 1874—pending befora it ina Lill for
their confirmation. Of the confirmed claima
about twenty have been surveyed and twe
patented,® the surveys all being exeecnted
Ly the goverumens, and, in most instances,
at ita expenso. Since 1802 congress hua
required that the surveys, when made, be
execaied by autboriy of the government,
but at the cost and expense ofthe grant
owner—which latter requirement we think
iy a palpsble viclwion of the spirit and in®
tert, and indeed cf the letter of the “con-
tribution, tax or charge' clause nf.nrticle
VIl of the treaiy of Guadalape Hidalgo,
betore quoted, aud it ecertainly had the
off ¢z of preventing the survey and segrega’
tion from the puulic domaiu of numeraus
confirmed grants in this Territory, and in
the ascertaining and fixing of whose lecua
araa the goverument, which is necessarily
ignorant of both, isat least ns much !nteres
ted 08 the laud owner himself, ﬂho,.of
conrse, lnows wiere his tract is, and which
are its Youndaries, and what its extend,

“Recently the G neral Land Oflice declived
o potent surveyed confirmed private land
o'aimys in New Mexico, on the ground that
the graut itself wns the equivalent of a
United States patent, But on sppeal to the
Secretary of the Interior, end reference of
the question by him to the Attorney Gener
al. the rul'ng was reversed, and patents
wi.l issue to the cwner of nil such claims.
