RED MOT TINMES AT CIMARNGN,

During the past twelve doye, the town of
Cimarron hos Loen the  scene of hiph ex«
citement qnd some tereible tragedies in reel
life. The teleeraph has heen husy detailing
rumors and counter rumors and  from the
many statementa aflint we glean the follow-
ing, giving it as we gol it:

Since the murder of Rev. TL JL Tolby
which eauged an intense fecling throughout
that county eireumstences pointed to the
constable of Cimuarron precinet, Cruz Vega
ns having ut least some knowledge of the
murder, From the time that both Vega
and Tolby were ligt seen at the hoad of the
Cimarron Cafion they must have beey near
togetlier at the instant of the murder, A
number of eircumstances surrounmng the
death of Tolby confirmed the suspicion
aguinst Vega and a warrant Lnd  been
plaead in the hands of the sheviff for his ar-
rest,  On the night of the 80th of Octoler
Vegn wasarrested near the stage road on
the Poiiil river, by n large number of
masked men wha extorted from Lim n enn
freasion to the eflect tkat, he hind senn Tolly
killed and that cne Manual Cardinng had
Jone the shooting.  The mob then hung
him to a telegraph pola, his body having
been found and buried the next morning.
Consideeably excitement among the friends
of Vega followed Liis death and a relative of
Vega, Franciseo Uriego commonly called
Pancho, made strong threats against cers
tain parties.  On Monduy evening follow.
;ing the killing of Vegu o diliculty occurred
in the St. James Hotel between Pancho
and . €. Allison in which Pancho was
ghot and killed. The newsolthe testinony
of Vega ngnins! Cardid®s having renched
Elizabethtown e was arreslel and acknow
ledged having killed Tolby but clalmed that
ha had been instigated to do it by other
parties, implicating two of the promivent
men of thie county Dr, Longwill and My,
Mills and also Mr. P, Donpghue and Pan
cho.  On Leing brought to Uimureon  Car-
dines retzected his Elizabethiown statement
and dented that Longwill, Mills or Donng-
Lue had anything to do with the matter,
During this time the exaitement at Cimar-
ron had reached o white beat. Mills and
Donaghue were placed under arrest and
Longwill was porsucd but made his escape.
An exanination of the parties under wrrest
before the magistrate on Wednesday last
resulied in the diseharge of Miils and holl
ing of Cardinas and Douaghue for trial,
While being condueted to the jail, Cardi
tins was shot and killed by some unknown
party. Casdinns wasn mun of very bad
charucter. ile had at one fime boeen
gentenced for murder, was just out of the
penitentiary nnd bad  been  publicly whip
ped in the Pliza of Taus, At latcst s
counts the excitement wae Lbating at Cim.
