—l am becoming quite a regular
church attendant, which I trust will
atone for my short comings in this
direction at home. [ attended Ves-
per’s,at St.Marks (colored) Episcopal
Church, last Sunday evening at 6

o'clock. | am wot much acquainted

with the minutine of Catholie and
Episcopal Church services, though
“Evening Vespers,” you know, is us-
ually simply & song-service, peculiar
to these churches. By request, how-
ever, on last Sunday evening, the
pastor, Rev. Alexander Crummel, re-

peated a sermon which he- delivered
o few weeks ago on “Thelesson to be
drawn from the attempt on General
Garfield’s life.” The church, an ele-
gant structure on the corner of 15th
and Madison, was the recipient of a
thousand dollars bequest from Mr.
Corcoran, the millionaire, a short
time since.

Dr. Crummel is a tall, scholarly
looking man, of unmixed African
blood. He is a graduate of Oxford
University, England, and enjoys the
reputation of being one of the ablest
divines in the land. There are so
many prayers, and songs, and risings
up, and sittings down, etc., etc., In
the ritual of the Episecopsl Church,
that those unaccustomed to the ser-
vice are put to their wit's end to
keep up. Being in charge of an ac-
complished young lady, who knows
the ritnal in all its intricate evolu-
tions, 1 was enabled to say amen at
the right place, thou%hl oceasionally
stood when every body else knelt,
and vice versa.

Finally, after numerous prelimi-
naries, the Doctor commenced to
read his sermon. His Euglish is very
pure; no “coloredisms” are to be ob.
served in his language. As Hon. F.
L. Cordoza, of South Carolina, re-
marked to me, it is the matter of his
germons, mere than the manner, that
attracts, The sermon was an able
one from the’ Doctor’s standpoint,
though 1 could not accept many of
his conclusions. He deprecated the
fact that high officers are not treated
with that reverence in this country,
which is given ' in monarchial
Governments. The fact that the
humblest man in the land can demand
and secure audience with the chief
executive of the Nation, was to him
a marked defect in our form of Gov-
ernment. Kvidently the Doctor’s
schoollifein England enamored him of
of a monarchial form of Government.
The very things of which the Doctor
complains, are the glory of our insti
tutions. A decent respect for author-
ity and for those in power, but no

r
|

slavish reverence is our motto. In
this land of ours, when the President
gives audience to the humblest man
in the land, he is conferring with a
sovereign. But the Doctor does not
believe this. He critised and repudi-
ated that grandest of Jefferson’s sen-
timents, that Governments derive
their just power from the governed,
and endorsed the kingly idea of di-
vine origin, right, etc. Perhaps the
Doctor’s peculiar ideas onthis subject
may be in part due to the fact that
he belongs to that branch of the
Episcopal Church known as high
Churchmen or extreme formalists,
Dr. Crummel, however, is a man of
whom the Negro race may be justly
proud His great ability and purity
of life atone an handred fold ior any
pecaliar  political “Opinions. The
musi¢c at this Church was simply
grand. Tosay that I was delighted—
entranced, would but faintly express
my feelings.

July 27.—We have again been
subjected to another period of exas.
P,erating suspense in regard to the

resident. All sorts of rumors have
prevailed, and there is a feeling on
the street, notwithstanding the fa-
vorable bulleting, that the condition
of the President is more serious than
the physicians are willing to admit.
Last night a false rumor that the
President was dying created a deep
sensation.  The physicians, however,
could have no motive for giving
other than the true condition of the
President. Ex-Senator Conkling
called at the White House yesterday,
and expressed great pleasure at the
favorable turn in the President’s con-
dition. Crowds of anxious people
still congregate about the Whirte
House, sceking the least hint from
the sick room of our stricken Presi-
dent’'s condition. The one senti-
ment of every heart is a deep, fervent
hope for the recovery of the great
sufferer. ,

The attempt to take the life of the
President has evoked a flood of sug-
gestions and criticisms on the con-
duct of our civil service. Some fa-
natical editors and some politicians
who have succeeded in getting good
fat offices with patronage to dispense,
want to make it a penal offense for
man to seek a minor office in the
Government service. It is all right,
according to their idea, for distin-
guished men to seek the high offices
within the gift of the people, but for
one belonging to that humble bat
more numerous class known as the
people, to seek an office in the gift
of those whom they have elevated to
power, is eriminal. The Critic, of
this city, in an able editorial on this
subject, states the facts in the case
pretty glearly in the following:

“As to office-seeking, 1t is really
the main-spring of pohties in this
country. Men desire office, because
to serve the public in an official ca-
pacity is both honorable and profit.
able. The genius of our system is
the theory that every office within
the public gift is open to the aspira-
tion of .every constitutionally quali-
fied citizen. When men are elected
to the Presidency or appointed to the
Cabinet, it is as much a part of their
duty to attend to the personnel of
the Government or of their respect-
ive departments as it is to sign laws
or other public documents. No other
scheme could be devised that would
be republican in form or fact. The
Government is simply an employer.
Every citizen has an equal right to
seek employment under the Govern-
ment, and every officer vested with
the appointing power stands charged
with the duty of patiently hearing
and decently considering the appli-
cation of every citizen who muay
choose to assert his constitutional
right to apply. The reason why »ll
the Dormanbeaton and Georgewil-
hamcurtis nostrums of “Civil Service
Rules,” and that sort of thing gener-
ally, do not meet public approval and
executive adoption, is because they
are in theory and effect alike—alien
to every tenet of our system of Gov-
ernment, and always will be till our
lemocracy becomes aristocracy and
our Republic a monarchy.”

The present system is no doubt in
need of improvement. The Presi-
dent is subjected to much responsi-
bility in the matter of appointments.
The responsibility might be distribu-
ted by giving to Cabinet officers the
appointment of the chief officers in
their departments, and to the heads
of bureaus the appointment of their
subordinates, all of course being sub-
ject to revision and correction by the
President. The villain Guiteau is not
a product of our civil service. Not
every man that has. held an office
and lost it, not every one that has
sought an office and found it not, is
to be rated as an ontcast with murder
in his heart. To believe some of the
papers one would think Guiteaun a
type of the average offlce holder.
guiteau is the product of his brutal
instincts and indulgences, It is non-
sense to be drawing civil service les-
sons from exceptional brutes.

tadge because of thelr firm conviction that it
should, in all essentials, be the badge of man-
kind.

pistinguished pmongsuch names is that of the
illustrious father of thFgentleman whose portralt
we herewith present to our readers, and who, as
all the world kuows, fills the important post of
Secretary of War in the new Administration at
Washington,

Robert Tedd Lincoln was borm in Springfield,
[1.. August 1, 1843, When but seven yvears of age
he was sent to the aeacemny of a Mr, Eastbrook,
where he remained three yvears, or until he en-
tered the [llinois State University at Springfield.
In 1850 he went East, and in the following vear
enterod Phillips’ Academy, 2t Exeter, N, H. Soon
afterward he applied for admission to Harvard
University, and, having passed a most successful
examination, was received, without a condivion,
as a member of the class of 1884, Graduaiing in
thiz latter vear, he eéntered the Harvard Law
Sehool, hut teft ivin 1865 10 accent a commission
in the United States Army as Caplain and Assist-
ant Adivtant General on General Grant's stafl.
This commission he resigned shortly afterward,
and at once commenced the study of law at Chi-

», where he was adinitted & member of the bar
of Illinois 1n 1867. Afterthis he began the prac
tice of his profession as &8 member of the firm of
Seaminon & Lineoln, bul dissolving this partner-
ship, he vigited Europe in 1872, and-on his return,
after a six months' trip, formed & new one with Ed-
ward 8. Isham, under she pame of Isham & Liucoln,
of which firm he is still a member. In 1576 he
was elected Supervisor of the Towa of Sonth Chi-
cago, and was a member from Cook County to the
INlinois State Convention at Springnield, which
nominated delegates to the National Convention
held at Chicago last year. He was one of the
Electors on the Republican ticket for the State of
Ilinods, and early in 1850 was chosen by the Gov-
ernor of the State asoneé of the Trusiees of the
Ilinois Central Reilroad. Owo ithe inanguration of
President Garfield he was appointed to his pres-
ent high position, in which, so far, he has had
but little opportunity for any display of states-
manship or executive aldlity, although the party
to which he belongs seeins to expect much from
him in this relation. In 1568 he married Miss
Mary Harlan, and he is an adetiolfite father and
hushand. having now a family of three children—
Mary, born 1869: Abraham, born 1873, and Jessie
Harlan, born 1875,

Mr. Lineoln, who has been most suecessful in
his profes<ion, i a genteman of excellent attain-
ments, Heis frank and hearty in manner, and
noadmirer of red tape in either conversation or
business. His sddress is pleasing, and his tilial
affection, which has of Iate often heen manifested
in o certain relation, speaks well for him as a son,
He i3 thirty-eight vears of age, about five feet nine
inches i1 height, well formed and weighs some
thing like 145 pounds, His eyes have the same
mild expression as thoss of his illustrious father,
but here all resemblanee ceases,  His hair is dark,
and his beard and mustache full and earefully
tended, His features 28 mey be judged from our
illustration, are mest regular and pleasing, and
his countenance guite prepossessing. e dresses
with great care, atid sets no small vaiue on the
observances which invariably distinguish a gen-
tleman. He is 1gost urbane in his intercourse
with tnose officially connected with ham; but
being of 8 somewhat retiring di=position he has,
we learn, & holy horror of that offspring of Awer-
ican civilization—the newspaper interviewer.

But, notwithstanding this pardonable wenkness
on the part of Mr. Lingoln, there is a certain cinss
of interviewers that a1l his Ingennity, a5 we are
told, has been unable o exelude from his vriviie
ollice, and even from hig resiveces, ever sinee he
entered the Cabinet. This is a demonstralive
porifon of the colored population, of varions
parts of the country, whe, “biress de Lawd!" will
shake hands with *'deson obh de ole men.” But
guite recently, 'if wearé correctly informed, an
oyl negro from IlHnals by some means or other
gained admission to the presence of the Secretary
who was engaged with some geutlewnan, and
suddenly seizing him by the hond, exelalmed:

“Why, bress de Lawd! Muasan Rober, if you
am'nt de bone image ob de ¢le man down todat
feot ob yo's, deed yvo'lls! U'se Ole Juake, sah!an'
often seed yo' fader, sahl"

The roar of merviment which sueceeded this
may be readily imagined : but nothing abashed,
0ld Jake continued, while polnting to **de sou ob
de ole man," who wag convulsed with laughter.

“Look dar, genl'men, at dat mouf an’ dem
yvears! an't dey de mle ting? Datl smile, genl’-
men, dat smile! Why, bress de Loo'! my ole
‘oman, Met'odis® an® all asshe is; would rob a
roos’ [ him il he comed our way."

This capped the climax, but s it was feared
that Old Jake's ponchant for detailsinight become
Inconvenlent, it was deemed advisable to dismiss
him with & douceur, one of the pentlemen énjoin
ing upon him to go aud refresh himsell. He took
the money with many serapes and sdalaams, butl
before retinmng, chuckled:

“Goodbye, Massa Roher, we'll hole a regla jubi-
lee in de eabin in yo' honah, an’ drink to de
heltiness ob dis minigtration. Thankee goodness!
dis mivistration’s not 30 watery as de las' one.”

As previously observed, Mr, Lincoln has not yet
had an opportunity of displaying In any promi-
nent degree his fitness }nr the office bestowed
upon him in such geperous taste. His nume and
associations alone, however, are a tower of
strength and great aids to popularity.
