Thomas Henry Burke, late Under Secretaryl
Ireland, who was murdered on the Sthof M
lagt in company with his chief, Lord Frede...
Cavendish, was & son of the late William Burke,
Esq., of Knocknagur, County Galway, Ireland.
He was heir presumptive to Sir John Lionel
Burke, Bart,, and was born on the 29th of May,
1529. Mr, Burke served both the political parties
in the government of [reland, was a consummate
master of detail and a man much beloved. His
was & comparatively humdrum lite, of which still
less would have been te say but for the tragie in-
terest of his untimely taking off.

LORD FREDERIC CAVENDISH,

LATE CHIEF SECRETARY FOR IRELAND.
The successor of Mr. Forster as Chief Secretary
tor Ireland, Lord Frederic Cavendish, who was
murdered in Phcenix Park, Dublin, on the 6th of
May last, was born at Compton Place, Sussex,
England, on the 30th of November. 185386, the son
of the Duke of Devonthire. After his graduation
at Trinity College, Cambridge, he became private
Secretary to Lord Granville. This was in 1850,
Five years after he left that service and married
the Hon. Lucy Caroline, second daughter of Lord
Lyttleton. He was soon after elected a member
of Parhament by a Yerkshire constituency, and
uniformly voted with the Liberal party, but never
made himself conspicuous as a member of the
House of Commons. The victory of the Liberais

in the general election of 1880 led to his l.?poim-
ment as a Junior Lord of the Treasury, which po-
sition he held with marked ability and had de-
veloped hopeful promise as a debater, when his
assumption of the office resigned by Mr. Forster
led to his most foul murder. He was a genial
man, of fine physique and sound common sense
fond of outdoor sports and respected and beloved
by all classes.
