to the commissioners or to any one
of them. It is true that the proposi-
tion was intended to exert an influ- |
ence, but not that kind of influence to
which the law had reference.

Our county commissioners are sap-
posed to be men of wisdom and abil- |
itv. but surely they have erred in this
matter unless the Banner made a
proposition similar to the one made |
by the Star and if this was done we
have no note of the fact.

It appears that the Banner has a
cinch on a majority of the present
board and their recent action is fresh
proof of the fact. ;

The sum of $1000 would have aided :
the building of hard roads very much !
had our commissioners accepted it |
and would have relieved the taxpay-
ers of this much of the burden they
are bearing.

I am confident that I voice the sen- !
timents of a large majority of the bet-
ter thinking class of citizens, when |
coindemn the action of the board as un-
warranted and unjust.

A man to occupy the responsible
position of county commissioner
should be above personal feeling in re-!
gard to his duty and should always|
labor for those things that will ben- !

one having the necessary qualities be
selected for the position.

When we have such men filling all
positions of public trust we will have
better legislation and all favoritism
will be disposed of.
