For this parade 4,000 horses had
been secured, all saddled and bridled,
for which $4.50 cach had been paid.

Saturday morning the sun shone re-
splendently, and then, not to bhe out-
done. a hasty rallv was made of the
old veterans still remaining and a pa-
rade given, which was highly credita-
ble and aroused intense enthusiasm.

The fireworks were pulled off Sat-
urday night late and while a grand
sight comparatively few of the visitors
saw them.
