AND PROPERTY DESTROYED-

A FiftyThousand Dollar Fire in the
South Jacksonville Place of

Amusement

Jacksonville Metropolis 24th

Flames of unknown origin fanned-
by a stiff east wind swept through-
the grounds of Dixielands Park on the
south side of the St Johns river this
morning destroying buildings valued-
at between 50000 and JuOOOO The
loss is a total one investigation show ¬

ing that there was no insurance on the
structures built entirely of wood Vo-
lunteer

¬

fire fighters together with the
steamer from the central fire station-
in Jacksonville and a squad of firemen
headed by Chief Hnney saved the
pleasure park from total destruction
Dixie theater the skating rink Bent
leys restaurant and other smaller
buildings were not damaged-

The fire started In the grounds of
the Florida Midwinter Fair just across
the roadway leading from the fcrry
slip to South Jacksonville and was
first noted in the building originally
constructed for Roltairs flying auto-
mobile

¬

and occupied during the last
fair by Mundys Trained Animals This
building was unoccupied and the fire
might have started there from a light-
ed

¬

cigarette or cigar stump cast aside
carlessly probably by some tramp who
used the building as sleeping quarters
From this building the flames spread-
to the Boosters club next adjoining-
to the south and then fanned by the
strong wind crossed the roadway and
carried destruction before them to the
west burning a path several hundred-
feet wide through the park

Was Never a Success

Dixieland Park was opened early In
March 1907 and after the first few
weeks has not been a financial success-

or the past year the park has been
practically closed although some of
the concessions continued to exist with-
a scanty patronage
