Division of Naturalization Decides

that Asiatics Are Not Eligible to
Citizenship

Laporte Ind Oct SNearh 500
Turks in Laporte and Michigan City
were surprised at the receipt of a let-
ter from County Clerk Link to the ef-

fect that the United States govern¬

ment will oppose the efforts of the
Turks to become citizens of the Unit-
ed

¬

States
The Turks are employed In various

factories in Laporte and Michigan City
and in the past they have been voted
by the political leaders according to
the dictates of the bosses The sur-
prise

¬

therefore extends also to the
political leaders who count each elec-
tion on just so many votes from the
Turks

The letter came from Richard K
Campbell chief of the division of nat¬

uralization at Washington who writes-
to Mr Link-

Referring to declaration of inten ¬

tion No 661 in the name of Charley
Said Abraham made In your court It-

s noted that the declarent Is a Turk
and it is desired to inform you that
In the opinion of this office Asiatics-
are ineligible to American citizenship
under the provisions of section 2159 of
the revised statutes The declarent
should be informed to this effect and
that in the event he subsequently pe
itions for naturalization this office
will oppose the granting thereof

national guard of three states were
present as a tribute to the men who
defeated the British forces in the wild-
erness

of Kings mountain on Oct 7
1780 and thereby turned the tide of
the revolution in favor of the Ameri-
can

¬

colonists-
At the battle of Kings Mountain the

British forces consisted of Col Fer ¬

gusons regiment of regular troops and
several hundred Tories about 1000
men in all The Americans numbered
about 900 all forest riflemen led by
Colonel Scvier The entire British
force was killed or captured
