Petrograd, March 27. Three mill-

ion soldiers are rolling like a tidal
wave upon the Austro-German- s along
the Carpathians from the Dunajec
river to Bukowina, forcing their foes
hack to fortified positions in the
passes and on the crests.

The Germans are withdrawing the
major part of their forces from the
Vistula-Nieme- n front, where the
spring thaws have caused cessation of
hostilities at most points.

The best information estimates that
only about 580,000, Germans are now
in Poland, from which it is deducted
that about 2,020,000 men have been
concentrated on the Dunajec and Car-
pathian front to meet the Russians.

. The Russian war minister stated
that immediate triumph for the Rus-
sians need not be expected, but their
ultimate triumph is certain. The Rus-- J

sians occupy positions of great stra-
tegic importance but do not under

estimate the strength of the enemy.

Ten days ago an incubator hatched

out its brood of 189 little white chicks
nearly all of which are doing well. On
Easter Monday another with 250 eggs
will hatch out and others will be set
from time to time.

The cows are giving nearly enough
milk to supply the restaurant; the
ggs, while not sufficient as yet for

his demands, help out wonderfully
and the pigs coming along in bunches,
are fattened up, killed and placed in
cold storage and served up to the
patrons of the restaurant in most
tempting chops.

The land is cultivated in vegetables
for the table and feed stuff for the
poultry, cows and hogs.
