‘Within the next few days it is ex-
pected that Representative Robert
Anderson, of Escambia, will intro-
duce in the House a measure direct-
ed ‘against the practice of tipping in
the state of Florida. Representative
Anderson is being urged by many to
father such a bill, and he is serious-
ly considering introducing one within
the next week. Mr. Anderson thinks
that Florida should adopt the policy
of Mississippi and other states in this
connection. He thinks the {tipping
system a nuisance (as do many of the
traveling public), and if he intro-
duces the bill he will fight hard for
its passage.”

Of all the silly things that a legis-
lative body can do, one of the silliest
would be to waste its time on such a
bill. It is one of a man’s inalienable
rights to give money for service
whenever he sees fit, and a man who
hasn’t backbone enough to resist im-
position should stay at home with his
guardians.
