PACKING ROUSE

LIGHT POINTS OUT REASONS
WHY WE SHOULD PACK

OUR OWN MEATS
Mr. W. A. McRae, commissioner of

agriculture, writing on the cattle in-

dustry of this state, stated some very
interesting facts. According to the U.
S. census Florida's population has in-

creased 42 per cent in ten years. The
number of cattle in the state in 1914
was 200,000 less than ten years ago, a
loss of 20 per cent. WTith the popula-
tion increasing and the number of cat-
tle decreasing, what will be the prob-
lem on this industry ten or twenty
years from now?

Cattle have been shipped out of the
state in the last year by the train
loads, bought by western farmers to
be fattened for market. The western
farmers buy our cattle cheap, fatten
them and make a good profit when
they market the cattle. If it pays to
ship these cattle 1000 miles away to be
rattened, wny would it not pay to fat-
ten them here ? Florida can fatten a
steer es cheaply as any other state.
We have the proof in Marion county.
There are now within six miles, of
where I am writing about 700 steers
be::ng fattened for market when na-
tive range cattle are poor in . the
spring. This is done by half a doen
farmers. It pays them. Why then
ship our cattle out of the state to be
fattened? -- 5.

$20 per head is the average price
paid for steers being shipped. The
hide on each steer is worth about $7;
they are selling beef at about 4 cents
per pound dressed. Dressed beef is
sold in Jacksonville at from 134 to

5 cents per pound. Note, the differ-
ence.

We have $13,000,000 invested in
the cattle..and hog bysiness and not a
large packing plant in the state.
Tampa imported 22,000,000 lbs of pork
products in 1914 and Marion county
farmers last year could not find. a
market for carload lots in the state
and shipped to Moultrie, Ga. There
will be 1500 head of hogs for sale
within six miles of Reddick. The far-
mers want to know what they are go-

ing to do with them.
What is the matter with Florida ?

Millions of dollars for state and
county hard roads. Many thousands
for state and county fairs. There are
half a dozen farmera in Marion coun
ty who could start a packing plant in
Ocala in connection with the ice
plant and the profits they would re-

ceive on the "cattle they are fattening
would pay for the investment in a
year. They could borrow the money
from the banks. They need not put
up a cent of their own. They could
make Marion county the leading cat
tle county in the state." Marion coun
ty can fatten every beef steer that is
shipped out of the state. It would be
the best paying advertisement we
could find.

Mn Chambliss, Mr. Meffert, Ed-

wards Bros., Taylor Bros, and others,
put a packing plant in Ocala and
begin - operations this falL You can
do it. You have the" cattle and the
money or can get it. The packing
plant at Moultrie pays; so would one
in Ocala.

Railway officials estimate that 600,-00-0

visitors will come to Florida thi3
winter. Gentlemen, tell these people
that Ocala has a packing plant. Lo-

cate in Marion county several hun- -
idred live, wide-awa- ke ctock growers.
A packing house will help do it.

The Moultrie packing plant adver-
tises Moultrie. So would a packing
plant advertise Marion county and
Ocala. Gentlemen, try it. It is a
crime to neglect such an opportunity.

LAID STRESS ON NEED OF
AMPLE. EQUIPMENT FOR

ARMY AND NAVY

New York, Nov. 5. President Wil-

son , opened the administration cam-- ,
paign for its national defense pro-
gram in a comprehensive and care-
fully prepared address delivered here
last night at the Manhattan Club
banquet. He declared solemnly that
the United States hacftno aggressive
purpose but must be prepared to de-

fend itseif in order to assume "full
liberty and self --development." . .

"Within a year," said the president,
"we have witnessed what we did not
think possible, a great European con-
flict involving many of the greatest
nations of the world. The influence
of the great war is everywhere in the
air. All Europe is in battle. Force
everywhere speaks out and. from one
end of our dear country to the others
men are asking one another what our
own force is, how far we are prepar-
ed to maintain, ourselves against any
interference with our national action
or development." .

Outlining the defense program, the
president said it included an increase
in the standing army, the training
within the next three years of 400,000
citizen soldiers to be raised in annual
forces of 13? 000, and .the serengthen-in- g

of .the National Guard. He laid
particular emphasis on the need of
ample equipment.- -

The president declared that the
navy already is "very great and ef-
ficient, but that in order to bring it to
a point of extraordinary force and ef
ficiency, a definite policy must be
adopted."
