Ihe war department offers, special
inducements to young men to enter
the aviation service. To enter this
service does not mean mat a man
must become a flyer. Flyers must be
volunteers and show special fitness
for the duty. But for every man who
takes the air there must be ten or
more to stay on the ground to keep
tne macmnes in order. Any young
man with an aptitude for machinery,
can make good with the aviation sei
vice on the ground, and if he wants
to fly and can fly, he will surely be
given his chance. In the meantime he
will be well paid and learn a jgood
trade, which will be of great use to
h:m, no matter what place he takes
after his enlistment is over, in pri
vate life.

We don't think any boy just out of
school, and anxious to learn some
thing of lasting good to himself, and
at the same time serve his country,
can do any better than go into the
aviation service. When he comes out
ho' will have a collection of solid in-

formation that he could obtain no-- v

here else. What the army and navy
teach, they teach to the superlative
degree.

Lieuts. Allen S. Moody and Law-
rence B. Cundiff, two of our compe-
tent young flying men were in town
yesterday and today, and paid the
Star a pleasant call this morning.
They informed us that the depart-
ment wants at least five of our boys
to volunteer for the aviation service.

New Real Estate Body and Want

Same Endorsed by the Board
The board of governors of the

Board of Trade, in session this morn
ing, approved the constitution and by
laws of the new Marion County Real
Estate Kxcnange. At the regular
meeting of the Board of Trade Thurs-
day night, at 8 o'clock, the board of .

governors will recommend that the
organization as a whole approve the
constitution and by-la- ws of the new
real estate body. The problem of
handling real estate in ( the city and
county has been one of the most per- -
plexing questions that has come be
fore the Board of Trade during its ex
istence. Each year an effort has been
made to solve the problem. The or-
ganization of an exchange was re-
cently proposed at a meeting of the
board of governors with the real es- -
tate men. The idea of the board of
governors is that real estate matters,
coming before the Board of Trade,
shall be referred exclusively to the
real estate exchange. This will insure
realty matters being handled accord-
ing to prescribed rules and regula-
tions and will do away, it is believed,
with the unsatisfactory handling of
real estate in the past. The greatest
diawback, to the handling of real es-

tate, has been the non-existen- ce of
any code governing 'the same.

On Thursday night, therefore, the
Board of Trade will be called on ho

decide one of the most important
questions that can come before itand,
the attendance should be in keeping.
Any advertising or publicity given
the city and county by the commer-
cial organization should be linked up
in a definite way with the plan for the
sale of .property. It is for the mem-
bers of the Board of Trade to decide
whether the real estate exchange is
the proper medium through which to
accomplish this linking up of adver-
tising and selling.

Another most important matter to
come before the Boardof Trade,
Thursday night, is the question of ag-
