bed of from 24 to 30 inches thick and in
it direct line with the railroad from hall
oa to the forks of tho Solomon, r rom
here wo pas through tho well kuown
Pawnee Gap of ihe Blue Hills, from the
head of Spillman Creek to the head of
Cow Creek, running duo north to the
Solomon river opposite the Forks. Here
loo 1 must remark that this will soon be
a mail route from Saltnn to Vtanpinda
and Caw kcr Cilv, by the way of the Sa-liu- o

Yallev, Spillman Creek and Cow-Cree-

Ktrorts are being made to get
mail service extended oit this route to
the forks of the Solomou. New post-offic-

are being located along this route,
and arc veryniuch needed, as some peo-

ple have to go twenty miles for their
mail. It is the interest "of Salina to look
urter the commercial interests of this
route, as effbrta arc being made to open
a direct line to the Solomon from Fo.sil
Station on the K. P. IL W. The latter
has had agents over this route holding
out inducements for the Solomon Valley
trade.

If Salina could inaugurate a system
of narrow gauge roads, this route up the
Saline by way of Spdlmau Creek and
Cow Creek to" the forks of the Solomon,
would bo one of the first. Tho route is
a practicable one, following the valleys
and through Pawnee Gap of the Ulue
Hills, which is of an easy grade. There
is abundance of timber ou Spillman and
Cow Creeks to more than build the road,
and also the best of limestone rock is
found along these valleys. The high
price of railroad iron, from G2 per ton
last year to $8tt per ton this year, will
oulviustifv the building of tlie narrow
rni'irt. ro&tiH. The wide iaue reouircs
about 80 tons per mile, while the latter
only requires about one halt that quan
thv.

I found the people along this route
wide awake to any cntcrprizo that would
nut them in communication with thu
outside world, as thev expressed it.

Wanganda and Cawkcr City have im-

proved considerably since last June.
Both places arc anticipating iiuite
growth the coming season. Wanganda
is situated on the north side of the north
fork of the Solomon just above the junc
tion of the north and south forks ol the
river. Its location is rather low, but
will most likely be on the line of the
railroad passing up the valley. Cawker
City is situated some two miles north
of tho latter, on a beautiful rise of table
land, and commands a splendid view
of the sarronnding country. It is loo
far up for a commercial point, as it has
left a gap open for a rival town, and m

railroad town may spring up between
the two points. However, white wo
have no interest in either point, we do
say that there are no places in Central
or Western Kansas that have so large an
area of good coontry, tributary to a giv-

en point aa these places, except Saline
and Saline county. Look in any direc-
tion vou will, and you see rich valleys
whose streams are all wending their
way to this point as a common center.
A few years aeo it was tlie abode of
wild beasts and savage, the frontier
post of the settlements; now teeming
with a busy, intelligent people and soon
will be a railroad center. I enjoyed
mv first visit at these points, and e- -

neciallv at Wanganda, where I was in.
vited to attend a meeting ot their a

Society,, finding qaite an intelligent
Assembly of, not only proung people, but
of all cusses. The little paper of tho
Meiety, containing letters aad pieces
from members, contaiaea man- - useful
hiats and sonrestioaa for the moral
growth of the ceamaafty, aad ao daabt
will do mca goon, as utey came from
tha fair sex, who are always oa tha
right side.

I a
wiH remark, that itVill pay any one 1

within reasonable duutuce, to visit it..
This was my first visit down the val-

ley, and I viewed everything with much
iu'terest, as mv route from Wanganda to
Minneapolis was over historic ground,
made so by the frequent raids of the
hostile Indians upon the defenceless
settlers in 18C3 and 1S69.

I camot mistake the character and
beauty of the whole Solomon Valley,
by speaking of any local poinL It is all
good wherever you go, and, to say the
least, it is a big country ; aud, as to fer-

tility and material facilities, there is but
little choice,. except in localities of acorn- -

? .
mcrciai point.

Beloit, situated oil the north baak of
the Solomon river, and near thu center
of Mitchell counly, is the county scat;
and is handsomely located to make a
good commercial inland town. I was
surprised to find m large a town, only
about eighteen months old. Tho Solo-
mon riverbed atfords one of the best
water-powe- r in the West, which is im-

proved by our old and well-trie- d friend
ol Western Kansas. T. F. Horsey, who
has good saw and .louring mills, anil is
doing a splendid business. If any man
in the West deserves prosperity, he does.
He has been on tho frontier from an1

early day and been with its through thick
and" thin, ever ready to lend a helping
hand to the wants ot tho poor or un-

fortunate; and many poor familes will
o or remember the "hospitalities of him
and his family in years gone by. Wc

find him now "in his new home as useful
as ever and resiiocted by all of his fel

s. Beloit is a g

town, composed ot many good and snb- -

atiiitil buildiii-r- s : a court house 01- r- - i
sawed stone (about completed), two
brick-yard- s in progress, quite a numler
of business houc, and all seemed to do
a good business; in fact it is a live
town with high prospects for the future,
with a good country around it to build
it up, andwill, sooncr'or later, have rail
road fatiliticc. I met at Beloit with a
former townsman, Mr. Johnson, who, in
company with nnother yonng man has
started a paper there, and its first num-

ber is quite a success. If conducted in
the spirit and manner it has commenced
the paper will be :t success, and a power
among the people for good. They arc
voting men of spirit and enterprise, and
will make their mark. They launch
their bark willi bkill and energy. We
augur for them a prosperous career in
t'c future. My stay here was very
pleasant, and most of "my time was upcut
in tho office of Mr. Sinilh, tho county
clerk, whom I found a livo bnsiiios
man, and with whom I found it a plea-
sure to do business.

I made my way down to Glasgow,
situatod on tlie north sido of the river,
in tho .southwest corner of Cloud county,
that laps over on the Solomon river.
Here thev have a good country sur
rounding and some two or three stores
in the the town

At Delphos. in the northwest corner
o! Ottawa connty, I louno a gooo un-

proved water-powe- r, and tho olomon
river bridged, which struiturr is a good
one. The town has several fine stores
and business houses and hotels, all filled.
I found our old neighbor and friend, Mr,
Macdonough nnd family, former resi-

dents of Salina. They are pleasantly
situated near Delphos. I think al this
particular point I saw a more generally
settled portion ol country man cise
where on my route.

3Iy next anpointinenU were at Minne-
apolis and Lindsay. I attended a quar-
terly meeting, in whi h quite an intrrou
was" manifested, on tho part of all. 3Iuch
good will be done the 'coming confer
ence year.

I will remark before I close, of the
stare and mail line, that they looked
like old times. A weekly line runs op
the vallev from Solomon city to uaw
ker City and lays over at Delphos, and a
line runs irom Beloit to concoruia.
