PASSAGE OF THE SILVER BILL.
Tho silver bill passod tho Sonato at 5

o'clock A. M., Friday, after an all-nig-

debate over tho samo. Tho voto stood
48 for to 21 against. Somo amendments
wcro adopted, but the bill passed about
tho samo as it camo from tbo Finance
committee Tbo hill now goes back to
the Houso for its action upon the amend-
ments, which will undoubtedly bo ap-

proved. Wo beliovo tho President will
not uso his veto power in this case.
Should ho do so, however, tho bill can
bo made a law by passing it over his
head by a two-third- s majority, and wo

believe such a majority in favor of the
bill exists in Congress. The passago of
this bill will have an immediate benefic-

ial effect upon tho business interests of
tho country. Confidence will be restor-
ed and tho distraction over tho finances

Bo it enacted, etc, Thattbero shall be
coined at the mints of tho
States silver dollars of weight of four
hundred and twelve and a half grains
(Troy) of standard silver, as provided in
the act of January ISth 1837, which
shall be tho devices and superscription
provided by said act, which coins, to-

gether with all silver dollars, as hereto-
fore coined by tho United States of like
weight fineness, shall be a legal ten-
der at their nominal value for all debts
and dues, public and private, except
where otherwise expressly stipulated
in the contract; and tbo secretary of tbo
treasury is authorized and directed to
purchase, from timo to time, silver

at tbo market price thereof, not less
than worth per month, nor
more than $4,000,000 worth per month,

of tho relative value between these
metals; such a conference to be held at
such place in Europo or in the
States at such timo within six months
as may bo mutually agreed upon by the
oxocutives of tho governments joining
in the same. Whenever tho govern-
ments so united, or any three of them
shall have signified their willingness to
unito in tho same, the President shall by
and with tho advico and consent of the
Senate, appoint three commisoners who
shall attend such conference on behalf of
tho United States, and shall report the
doings thereof to tho President, who
shall transmit tho samo to Congress.
Said commissioners fhall each receive
the sum of two thousand five-- hundred
dollars and their reasonable expenses,
to bo approved by tho secretary of state,
and tho amount necessary to pay such
compensation and expenses is hereby
appropriated out of any in the
treasury not otherwise appropriated.

Sec. 4. That any holder of coin au-

thorized by this act may deposit tho
samo with tho treasurer, or any assistant
