We learn from Mr. M. A. Fassett that a gen-
tleman and family named Ford, just from the
East, were trying to cross the S8olomon river
about five miles north of Minneapolis last Sat-
urday, when the horses stepped into deep wa-
ter and the current carried all dlown the stream.

The completed returns of the assessors ol
Baline county show our population to be 9,530,
The number of acres in winter wheat is given
at 65,557, ‘There are 402 more acres of land
under cultivation than are unimproved, There
are over 9.000 good peach trees in the county,
about one-half of which are reported bearing.
Ont of 1,058 pear trees, only 4 nre bearing ;
ot about 7,000 plums, one-half are Yearing : of
over 4,000 cherry trees only 1,072 are bearing.
The figures given three weeks ago are not ma-
terially changed.

We have made inquiry of farmers as to the
probable average yleld of wheat in this county.
The reports we receive lead us to believe that
the average will be from 17 to 20 bushels per
acre. The lowest yiela we have yet heard of
was 12 1-2 bushels. Reports of 30 and some-
times 40 bushels per acre are very frequent.
Our estimate may not hold out tor the whole
county, but we are certain that those of whom
we inquired gave us figures which they know
to be correct. An average of 17 and 20 bushels
is as good as any enthusiastic Kansan can wish
to boast of.

Floods in Kansas in Early Days.

The recent high waters have attracted much

attention. The following account of the early

foods 1s taken from Judge Hamilton's sketch

of the Great American Desert, and will be -
teresting to our readers. There ure other
items of interest in the pamphlet :

1iUne other feature of the plaing was thie ab-
sence of moisture and water. The whole coun-
try was a great water-shed, from the Lase of
the Rocky Mountains to the Missourl river.
Ninety per cent. was covered with a graumas
or buflalo grass, which has a very close and
compact sod, impervions to water. and all
raintalls would pass off very rapidly as trom a
shingle rool, to ravines anid creeks, thus
causing the streams to overflow their hanks
and produce extreme freshets. But the wat-
ers would quickly recede and leave the conn-
try dry again, as but little moisture ever pene-
trated the sod.  To say it never rainesl on the
plains wonld be incorrect. The early =ettlers
found abundant evidence of there being at one
gime, great freshets all through Kansas and
Nebraska ; of the rivers overflowing their bot-
toms and extending their waters from blufl 1o
bluff. The great flood of 184 of the lower
Missiszippi and upper Missouri fell upon these
plains, and evidences were seen as late as
twenty vears ago. along the Ransas river amd
its tributaries. Eighteen years ago we were
shownu by the Pappans (French residents
among the Kaw Indians, living near Tupeka,)
the high water marks of the tlood of I~Hi of
the Bansas river, which had inundsted the
buttoms from eight to ten feet. We do not
t'ue-ul-m the above, as we found the same evl-
dences on the upper tributaries. On the Solo-
mon niver, driftwosd, and a butlalo carcass
(pretty well dried) were found lodged in trees
at a heyght that would cover the highest bot-
tom several feet. Driftwood was founsd along
the foot of the biuffs ol the Saline valley, in li-
caling the same high stage of water. Evi-
dences of great floods were also found on the
Smoky Hill, and the water must have flooded
the present town site of Salina, Kansas, four
feet deep. The great flood was seen Ly the
Indian trader Bent, located on the upper Ar-
