The Swedish Koll of Honor.

We irequently hear Americans speak
of Sweden and the Swedes as a land and
people of the wintry regions, too frigid
for the enterprises and the civilization
of modern times, whereas the fact is
that Sweden, in respect to culture, edu-
cation, manufaetares, agriculture, navi-
gation andj government, stands pre-
eminent among the countrics of Europe
and 1n many ta far shead ot the
average states of North Amorica, and it
is gratilying to know that our native
born neighbors are beginning to realize
this fact. The Philadelphia Exposition
done a great deal to open thewr eyes.
The Congresses lately held In Stock-
bolm on the subject ot Areheology and
Prison discipline also attracted much
attention, and now the Arctic expedi-
tion of protessor Nordenskjold hasagain
demonstrated the right of the Swedes

Honor.

The follow ing, taken from the Phila-
delphis Times is a fair aample of the
newapaper comments of the day, on the
great expedition :

‘Prof. Nordenskjold has written his
name at the top of that long list of brave
explorers who have for centuries sought
to solve the mysteries of the Arctic
Seas. He has at last accomplished the
great teat which his predecessors have
cssayed in vain, and his name will go
down to history as that of the first man
in the world’s history who has made
the passage by way of the Arctic from
the Atlautic to the Pacific.

The gallant Swede who has thuas se-
cared for himself an undying fame, has
for some years devoted himself to Are-
tic exploration, sided both by private
liberality and government patronsge.
Unlike most voyagers in those latitudes,
he did not turn his sttention to the
northwest, but sought to go round the
continent by skirting its northern coast
in an easterly direction. After scveral
prehminary ventures along the nor
theinborder of the Russian empire,
Prof. Nordenskjold embarked at Got-
tenburg, a southwestern seaport of
Sweden, on tho 4th of last July, upon
his most ambitious enterprise, which it
is just announced by the cable bas been
crowned with entiro success. lHis ves.
sel, the Vega, was originally & steam
whaler and had been expressly prepared
for the hazardouns voyage. Three wecks
later she had joined, at Tromsoe, a com-
panion ship, which was to escort her on
the first part of the journey, and the two
vessels left the Norwegian coast on the
25th of July. On the 1st of Angust the
expedition passed through the Yugor
Strait, south of Nora Zoembla, and b
the tith of the month bad sailed lbmng{
the Kara Seéa and reached the mouth of
the Yenisci river, in north-western Si
beria, where they satopped for three
days. Proceeding on the 9th of August,
they doubled the North Cape of Asiaon
the 19th, and on the 27th resched the
mouth of the river Lena, midway along
the Siberian const, where the Vega par-
ted company with her escort which pro-
ceeded up the river. This was the last
definite news from the expedition, and |
as the professor had confidently expec-|
ted to get through to Behring's Straits
during the early Autamn, tho passage|
of fall, winter and almost the entire
aprini. without authentio intelligence
