The plaina of the Rhine,of Sa-
voy and Lombardy were bathed in a
peaco as gonisl and reflreshing aa their
own sunshine, and not even the famous
surtout and eocked hat could marshal
the forcos for another Marengo. It waa
not possible to lead the eagles to victory
on Kuropean soil, with the eyea of all
France intently watching acts of heroism
that, puinted and colored in the most
flaticring hues, must tind their way into
the Dmly Mouiteur. No, 1t waa his fate,
like those of the Second Empire who
fought in Algiers, to eail off to remole
lands, to seek miliary tame aud fortune,
He did not even haye the consolatioa of
fighting in the presence of the historic
eagles, or under the tri-color, or for
La Belle France. He was 1o sacrifice
his young hife under the British flag,and
in the cause of—(will somebody te!l ue
what.) No civilized enemy,led by an
Archduke Charlee, a Blucher, Welling-
ton or von Moltke, was to cut down the
flower 80 sacred to many hearts in
France. No!a band of savages, more
brutal than those who have in recent
years cat off our gallant Canbys and
Custers, took bis life’s blood, and to-day
there is mourning in every French heart
whichtakes pride inthe glorions achieve-
ments accomplished by tho Imperial
Bonapartes,

Our readers have probably all read of
the sad fate of the young Prince, and it
is not necessary Lo ropeas the particulars
inour columna.

Tho Prince’s death is a heavy blow to
Imperialism, and it is thought very
doubtful even among those who have
implicit faith in the final restoration of
the lImporial family, whether it will
ever rally again.

The day at Mackinao was spent in
strolling over the ialand and visiting
the various points of interest. ‘The
island of Mackinac is over Lhree miles
long_and about two wide. It rises in
platesas and lerrnces, from the water.
Its highest point is sbont 147 feet above
the Inke, ‘Thers are high cliffs, project-
ing shelves,monumental rocks aad amall
caves along ils eastern sad soutbern
dides. The fuse is coverad with cedar,
pine, apple and beach treea, and wild
flowers and forns grow in great profu-
sion and to the delight of the enthusas-
tic ladies. ‘I'he center of the island is &
large platoau which was several years
sgo set aside as 8 National park, hut no
improvemeénts have yet been made.
There is but one farmer on the island.
The village is & quaint little old town,
many houses showing great age. Sel-
tlement was first made as early as
1620 by the French. Father Marquette
established & Catholic mission here na
early aa 1671. The Astor Homse is in
part composed of the buildings erected
by John Jacob Astor in 1809. They
aro solid, heavily built structures. The
timber was hoewn from logs and planed.
Astor's books are still in the hotel, bear-
ing the date 1817. The old scales used
by Astor in weighing tha fars, remain
over the old store room. The store
room is used for a billiard hall.

Fort Mackinae, built in 1780 by the
British, stands just above town on a
high' plateau with ber brass caanon
looking out over the straits. The build-
ings are white houses with four square
block houses at each corner. A company
ol soldiers i stationed there to intimidate
the voters, as Mackinac ia Democratsc.
Everything in the vilage and fort looks
clean and neat.

Buck of Fort Mackinac is the old
French tort, bailt in 1673, with the old
earth works thrown up around the
square, This was the scone of a bloady
battle. The cemetery with ils early
graves ia 1n the woods. There are many
beautiful monuments enclosed with iron
fences in the cametery, bearing early
dates.

Thero sre many geological wonders
on tho island ; among them were the
Stone Arch, Maidona Rock, Sugar Loat,
sevoral “follies” and numerous caves; the
Maidons Rock and Sugar Loat are high
granite rock columnas standing out alone
from tho chiff and terrace, several hun.
dred feot high. Tho Arch is & wonder-
ful formation, and was visited by all; it
is a span of about 25 feet, about 150
foct above the lake. Wiwss Bullene, of
Lawrence, and several gentlemen of
tho party bad the hardibood to cross it.
As we left at 9 o’clock -in the evening
of the day upon which we arrived we
had hardly time in which to fally ex-
plore and appreciate the charma of this
lovely island. We are suro woeks might
be apent upon the shores of Mackinac
Straits withont once tiring of the beau-
tiful sconery thero presonted. The do-
lightful drives, the charming paths lead-
ing through tho thick woods, over the
rocky knolls,were constantly tempting
the excursionists to bruak over the rules
Iaid dows in tho programmme and fomesin
longer upon the emchanting island.
