BITING A BEAR.
A Fearful Encounter m a North Carolina
Forrest.

In tbunrl!y part of this 3 the

cen

wesiern portions of North g:l,oliu
were infested bywild game,amongwhich
was the olk, now entirely extinct in the
south. The last elk was killed in
Mitohell county, it isjsaid, about 1824.
Some time about 1815 a party of vet
eran and daring hunters were in the
mountaine of e ma
bunt for these snimals, n;x spent
several weeks annually in expe-
ditions, sleeping in the forests, always
in danger from wild beasts. One even-
ing, just before nightfall, the party re-
turned, one by one, to the rendezvous,
all save one very old man, s most en-
thusiactic and tireless sportsman.
Knowing his habits, his abeence caused(
little remark, but, as time slipped on
and he came not, it was determined to
make asearch for him. While pre-
paring to do this, the well-known re-
of his rifle rang out on the air, and
all then was still. The nowe of the re-
port seemed to come from a canebrake
aquarter of & mile away. - Taking
lights, two of the buntors made their
way thither, and found their comrade
bat a few rods from the brake, lying on
the ground so badly wounded as to be
helpless and well-nigh exhausted. In
reply to ioquiries be said he had
tracked a bear and fired at him, wound-
ing the ferocious beast, he thought,
fatally. On going up to his prize the
bear arose and siezed him. A terrific
struggle ensued between the two. Lo
ing his knife in this contest, the bardy
hunter said he had no other mesns of
solf-defense than to sieze bruin‘s nose
in lns teeth. He said he bad done this,
and with such effect as to bite off the
entire end of his nose. The earth near
by was bloody and trampled, but his
comrades ridicaled the idea of having
actually bitten off the bear’s nose. He
continned to assert it, and said that
the bearg discomfited, bad fled and
taken refuge in the brake, here he
would wager he then lay dead.

Zbhe wounded man was taken into
camp and his injuries aitended to. At
daylight next morning several of the
hunters went into the brake, and there
found the bear shot through the body,
and with the tig of hia nose bitten off.
The old hunter lived many years, but
always :Eoko with peculiar pride of s
baving thus overcome the bear, and ex-
hibited a score of wounds made by the
animal’s claws as proot of the story.

A True Stery.

Two or three weeks sgo an accident
did not occur near Scranton, Penn., the
newspapers missed s sensational borror;

od into eternity without time to breathe
a prayer, walked quietly home to their
dinners, quite unconscious that death
hed bad them by the throat.

The loosened cable struck and caught
somewhere below agsinst the side of the
shaft. Surely God meant it should so
strike! It was the delay of but a breath
of time; but it was enough. The car

ted with a jar against the ground far
low, its occupants stepped leisurely
out, while the man who had saved them
above, threw himself from under the
shed just as its roof, beams, pulley, and
all, crashed down on the spot where he
bad been standing.
