settlers in Kansas and Nebraska, ap-

proved June 4th, PvSrt, which read as
follows, ir. :

"Re it enacted by the Senate and
Houe of Representatives of the Uni
ted States in Congress assembled.
That it shall lie lawful for homestead
and settlers on the public
Iamb, or settlers upon
Iudihii reservations In the States of
Kansas ond Nebraska, west of the
ith principal meridian, where fliere
lias lieen a loss or failure of crops from
unavoidable cause In the years 1879 or
ISsO to leave and be absent from said
lands until the 1st day of October 1881,
under such rules and regulations aa to
proof and notice as the Commissioner
of the General I.and Office may pre-

sents', and during said alaence no
adverse rights sliall attach to said
lands, such settlers lieing allowed to
resume and perfect their settlement
as though no such absence had oc-

curred.
Skctiox 2. That the time for mak-

ing final proof and payment by such
pre-empt- is hereby extended for
one year after the expiration of the
term of absence provided for in the
Rrst section of this act, but ia cases
where the uirrhs mouey Is by law
paj-a-b In Instalunfint. tba flrst un-
paid installment shall he hHd mot ia be
due until one year after the expira-
tion of the leave of absence aforesaid."

Under the provisions of this act
homestead and settlers on
the public lands, within the section of
country indicated who have suffered
from loss or failure of crops from un-

avoidable causes in the year 1879 or
1880, may leave and be absent from
their lands until the first-da- y of Octo-

ber, 1881, without their right to the
same lielng impaired thereby. The

settlers entitled to its
benefits are allowed also an extension
of time for making final proof and
payment for one year from the 1st of
October, IS81, and when the purchase
money is ayable in installments, the
law provides that the first unpaid in-

stallment shall lie held not to be due
until one year after the expiration of
sucli leave of absence.

This right of absence is unavoidable
in any case in which there has not
been a loss or failure of crops from
unavoidable cause in the year 1879 or
1880; hence when a settler not actu-
ally entitled to the benefits of the act,
absents himself from his claim, it will
lie liable to be regarded as on abandon-
ment and adverse claims may le re-

cognized.
Tlie settler intending to leave his

claim under this act, must file with
the Register and Receiver of the proper
district land office a written notice of
his intention to do so, bearing his sig--
nature,and such notice should embrace
a statement of the loss or failure of his
crops; this is a means of protection to
the settler and is due parties who
might otherwise make adverse claims

At date affinal proof by any party
who shall have availed himself of this
act, he must show by satisfactory
proof, the jieriod of absence and sjie-cif-ic

fads, making appear the "loss oi
failure" of crops from unavoidable
cause in 1879 or 1SS0, on account of
which he was entitled to Its benefits.
The proof should consist of the party's
owu testimony, corroborated by that
of two or more disinterested witnesses.

After a party has filed notice of in-

tended absence under this act, no con-
test involving his rights to the land,
can lie instituted prior to the expira-
tion of the legal term of absence to
which lie Is entitled. If the party
should be fraudulently absent, it will
be matter for investigation in the
regular manner ; thereafter, all notices
filed at this office, are duly entered on
the records.

Habper's Maoaxine for July, apart
from its splendid pictorial attractions,
is an exceedingly popular number.
One of the strongest features is the be-

ginning of a new serial novel, by
Henry James, Jr.. entitled "Wash-
ington Square." This story Is entirely
American; and, while it has all those
characteristic charms by which this
author has won bis way to the popular
heart, it shows signs of greater
strength than any of his previous
novels.

The number opens with a brief but
excellent article on the late William
M. Hunt, by Miss Maria R. Oakev,
with a masterly portrait of the artist,
and reproductions ofthree of his char-
acteristic paintings.

It Is seldom that descriptive articles
have the depth and meaning which
make Rebecca Harding Davis's "Bv--
rains in tne Mountains" the second
paper In this number so Interesting.
This is the flrst of three papers to be
given under this title; describing the
mountains of Yirginia and Northumnna, with reference particularly
to the varied attractions which they
wirx io summer noiu layj ravel lers. j t
is beautifully Illustrated with seven-
teen drawings by Charles Graham
and Miss Jessie Curtis.

Mr. A. A. Haves. Jr.. contributes
graphic description of tlie old Santar e i ran mil or romantic adventures,
witli some very striking illustrations
by Rocers.

Thomas Knox's inner on "Summer
flailKi a..... "! .....!. 1, Iuiu.FT- - iiirm .-- nun uav, is very
timely and entertaining, and is ably
illustrated by A. II. Frost.

The most popular article in the
number, probably, is Mrs. Oliphant's
interesting biographical sketcli ofqueen Victoria. Five portraits of tlie
Queen, at different periods, are given ;
alo, portraits of the Queens and of
Prince Albert's father and mother, of
me rruice oi Mates ami tne I'rincess
Royal as little children, with other in-
teresting illustrations.

Another paper of much historical in
terest is "Princes and Potentates of
1S40," with eight portrait.

The number contains two illustrat-
ed poems "Prince Yousuf and the
Alcayde," by C. P. Craiich, with a
drawing by Fredericks;. and "Rlue-Flags- ,"

by Miss Ellen M. Hutchinson,
with c beautiful design by W. H.
Gibson.

Richard T. Ely contributes a sug-
gestive and valuable paper on "Amer-
ican Colleges and German Univers-
ities;" and Dr. John W. Draper's pa-
lter, entitled "Franklin's Place in the
Science of the Last Century," con-
tains a volume of curious ami impor-
tant information relating not only to
v rniiKiin, itui aiso io an tlie most Im-
portant scientists of the eighteenth
century.

I lie conclusion or "Marv Anerley"
is premised in the August number;
"White Wings" is continued, and
Mrs. K. W. Latimer contributes a
bright short story, entitled, "Close
Quarters."

Among the many interesting con-
tents of the Editor' Drairrr is a verv
humorous illustration bv Abbey, en-
titled "Little Robert Reed."
