AMONG THE CLOUDS.

Experiences of a Trip to Baton Peak,
9,465 Feet above the Level

of the Sea.

ol the Journal.
Tkixwad, Coi, Aug. 14th.

On Sunday morning early, we that
is, five others beside the writer left
Trinidad to go up on Raton Peak, dis-

tance, on an air line, about eight
miles, but by the road fully fifteen ;
ansl a hard road it is. Nearly all the"
way it runs along Gray's Creek, a
creek now nearly dry, and as crooked
and with as many turns in it as a
whiskey ring. After getting out about
9 miles it is both difficult and danger-
ous locomotion, and in addition it is
all up hill work, so you may Imagine
tbe rate at which we were compelled
to proceed, when I tell you that it
took nearly three hours to gat over
six miles of road. It was about 11

o'clock when we reached the base of
the Peak. The (team could go no
further, so we unhitched and lariated
the horses. From here there is a
rather steep incline of some 800 feet.
Up this we concluded to tote our
dinners and picnic at the lake which
is situated at the foot of the Peak
proper. Innumerable springs gush
out here and there all the way up ; the
water is pure and sweet, and cold as
Ice, and after partaking of it one
seems to have new life infused Into
him and is ready to surmount any ob
stacle, no mailer wnau lieacmug me
top of this first eminence, and looking
southward, the eye is caught with the
loveliness and beauty of the scene.
Tbe lake, a body of water probably
one quarter of a mile in extent, is al-

most hidden from view by the dense
foliagv. Trees of immense size sur-
round it, and are so thick that, were it
not for the path leading through, it
would be impossible to penetrate to
the edge of the basiu. Selecting a
spot, we sat dowu and partook of
dinner, and after a rest of about half
an hour, commenced the grand climb.

tiere up It is a sneer incline ot
fully 2,000 feet, at places so steep that
one is compelled to hang on by tooth
and toe-nai- l. The top reached, how-
ever, a scene of beauty unfolds itself.
Everything is as quiet as tbe grave;
all nature Is hushed. The wind,
which one can see sweeping the trees
far below us, is not ielt; literally,
there is not a breath of ai r stirring. A
luxuriant growth of grass, with a plen-
tiful mixture of flowers of every imag-
inable hue, cover tbe nakedness of the
rocks. The top contains about 80
acres, and would make a splendid
pasture were it only possible to get
stock there. Crossing over to the side
overlooking Trinidad this place can
only be seen as in a picture, while the
hills between the town and tbe Range
appear to sluk into the earth, and the
country looks as flat as the plains until
the eye comes in contact with the
Range, whicn looms up grandly, the
more conspicuous peaks such as the
Spanish, Green Horn, etc., standing
out in bold relief against a cloudless
sky. Continuing the face northward,

a shadowy outline of Pike's Peak
about 180 miles away holds the eye
for a moment, and then, still looking
to the north, one can almost fancy he
sees Gray's Peak, away above Denver.
This fancy la soon set at restf and with
the aid of a powerful glass which we
had brought along, we bring the latter
peak so close that, to those who have
been there, different peculiarities man-
ifest themselves.

After spending a couple of hours in
contemplation of the grandeur and
wonderful in nature, we were about to
start down, when some one decried a
cloud coming down from the north-
east at a 2:11 i gait. Here was an of --

portunity long sighed for, and after a
little persuasion the party concluded
to wait and inspect it at close quarters.
First we could only see a very small
fragment of cloud, tut as it approached
it caught up others hitherto unnoticed,
until when near the mountain it as-
sumed an alarming size, and I began
to wish I .had let curiosity lie in
abeyance and descended when the
party intended to. The cloud struck
Raton fair, and passed over, only,
however, to be followed by another
and another, each more dense than
the last. We saw we were in for it,
for sweeping along, yet sanc distance
away, we observed one coming, leav-
ing a trail of rain in its path. And
were it only rain we could have taken
it good naturedly enough, but the
muttering of distant thunder told us
that we would soon be placed in a po-
sition to thoroughly analyze a thunder
storm. We had not long to wait. We
soon found ourselves enveloped on all
sides by a mass of vapor that shut out
everything from view, and the
thunder, which but a moment ago was
rolliug about our ears with deafening
noise, became hushed, and a breath-
less silence prevailed. So still was
everything around us that, to borrow
an expression, we keenly recognized
the awful slate implied by " the si-

lence of tho grave;" yet the great
mass of mist and vaor heaved and
tossed about in fearful evolutions, (the
wind tattering the clouds into fantas-
tic shreds. As the cloud grew deeper
in its passage over, bieathlug became
difficult, and wc.experienced a strange
buzzing in our ears and a sense of diz-
ziness. The rain pitched about our
ears with the fury of a hurricane, yet
all the time an awful state of quietude
prevailed, rendering our condition
fearfully oppressive. We could not
see three feet around us, and it was
only by huddling close together that
each was aware of the safety of the
other. It took probably twenty
miuutesor Iialfan hour for the cloud
to pass over, and as we emerged out of
the gloom our ears wore once more
deafened by a volley of nature's ar-
tillery, which grew less and less
until completely hushed in the dis-
tance. One experience of tills kind is
enough for a lifetime, but having gone
through it, no one would wish to re-

call it. The sun was shining his
brightest as we began to descend, and
in about three-quarte- rs of an hour the
party again stood by the lake, com-
pletely dried and in good spirits for
the homeward journey, which was
commenced without delay. We
reached Trinidad about 0:30, well re-
paid for the fatigue and fright of the
trip. Ronnoco.

the French Senate on amnesty :

The fall of the Ttastile was the fall
of every bastiie. The downfall of that
citadelwas the downfall of all tyran-
nies, all despotisms, all oppressions.
It was deliverance, enlightenment, the
whole earth drawn forth from night,
the blossoming of man, the destruc-
tion of the edifice of evil, the construc-
tion of the edifice of good. That day,
after centuries of torture, vast and
venerable humanity rose with its
chains beneath its feet and laurels on
its head. That day you are asked to
commemorate in two ways. You will
give to the army her colors, which ex-

press at once glorious war and mlghty
peace, and you will give to the nation
the amnesty, which means concord,
oblivious conciliation, and which rais-
es up above ciyil war civil peace. The
14th ofJuly marked the end of all sla-
very; that grand humane effort was
a divine effort When it is seen that
strictly speaking, the humane act is
divine, all will be said. Tbe world
will only need to go forward, man will
advance quickly toward the resplen-
dent future. You will give a two-fol- d

gift of peace to this great country the
flag, which exprest-e- s the brotherhood
of the people with theanny; the am-
nesty, which expresses the brotherhood
of France with humanity. As to my-
self, let me wind up with this recollec-
tion. Thirty years ago I first spoke in
parliament in this tribune; God al-
lowed my first words to be for progress
and truth ; He grants now that these,
the last, when 1 think ef my age, that
I may ever pronounce, are for clemen-
cy and justice."
