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GEN. BROCK'S DEATH.

The Mystory Surrounding the Death of
the illustrious British Gemers! Dissips-
fted by the Confession of 3 Cestenarian

Residing in Philadeiphia.

Hull's army at Detroit, in the
war of 1812, fell at the head of his
