There was & feeling of relief when il
was told that Gitteau was not Lhe agent
or tool of suy couspiracy, bul simply
s hair-bmined adventurer—a  disap
pointed offiee secker, a dangerous mo
pomauise, upon whom the responsi-
bility of this infumous erime is wholly
thrown.
