We drove into Maravatio at bhrfc
noon of a esfcs the circumdslon of
our Aiord a uay wnien mtgni nave
been made on purpose for holiday, if
all days or this season in Mexico were
not perfect It was a warmer, more
Southern-lookin- g town than Toluca,
on the high table lands, with more
tropical fruits la its markets and less
clothing ou Its dark children. The
ranchero and country peeplv.!a thelr
narapet and rcbozoi, had come in town
to attend the bull-figh- t, aad. were sit-
ting about on the atone beaehes of the
sunny little plaaa, in motionless con-
tent. A continuous naoosaslon or
sandal-sho- d feet shuffled along the
sidewalk, under the arches of tbepor- -
late: gayiy ureased Borsemen, in
braided leatat iackets and tlcat trow
serlesa hlstlnr with buliaaaT naead
their barefooted ponies through the
streets, often with a friend accommo-
dated behind. We sat In the deep
stone windowseatof the hotel, looking
out on the bright yet strangely listless
throng, and partook of ices handed in
at the wludow bya street vender, who,
having served us, pawed on down the
street, trailing behind him the dimin-
uendo repetitions of his long, musical
cry "JVi-cmw- ."

The returning stage from Morelia
had not arrived ; there were bad, very
bad roads ahead, and no further effort
was made to proceed that day. "If
not to-da- is a Mexican
proverb. Possibly the driver did not
care to turn his back on a bull-figh- t.

A procession ol toreros, in their bril-

liant costumes, uplifting a huge gar-
land ot bantkriUtu and accompanied
by a band, paraded the streets. We
could not see the figures distinctly ;
but we heard the music the thrilling
dance music of the country. As an
invitation to the torot, nothing could
have been better. It did not percepti-
bly stir the loungers on the stone
benches; they were already con-
vinced; but I, who abhorred the
thing, and would not go In the capital,
tell suddenly under the spell of the
senseless, intoxicating music, and
begged A to take me to the bull-
fight with the rest of the town I It
seemed all the town did not go, tor we
we obliged. In reaching the entrance,
to press through acrowd (that "smelled
to heaven") or bumble Maravatiaus,
who remained outside because or their
extreme poverty; not rrom any lack or
taste for the popularamusement We
mounted a perilous wooden ladder to
the scaffolding surrounding the arena.
The entire structure had been reared
without the aid of nails or saw ; the
timbers showed the shaping blows of
the ax, and were lashed together with
ropes or maguey. It may not have
been particularly safe, but wan quite
in keeping with the perforamance we
had come to see, which resembled the
scenes in a Roman arena as this rude
aiuphithenterdld the Colosseum. The
city authorities sat in the place of the
Cresars ; from the stall below, the baud
played the national airs, to accompa-
ny a dance ot clown, which was in
terrupted by cries or "Tbro font"
from the spectators. In the great blue
arc of sky above the densely packed
scats, the buzzards mounted, wheeled,
and sank. One mountain peak looked
down at us impassionately from a long
way off. It was a very vulgar horror.
Of all the figures In the arena, the
bull seemed by far the noblest In the
pauses of his charges, he faced his
throng ofpersecutors with a large-eye- d

bewilderment, pawing the dust and
taking quick breaths or excitement.
The space was too small for anything
but butchery; there was little skill
shown in defense by the men not
even very fine horsemanship. The
spiritless, blind-folde- d horses were
wantonly sacrificed absolutely thrust
upon the bull's horns. In less than ten
minutes one was wounueu to ue&ui.
A put Ids hand before my eyes ;
and, indeed, I coulil not have looked,
for I was slezed with an uncontrolable
fit of nervous cryiug. No nerves, not
trained to it for generations, could
have stood It the cries, the music, the
peril for, wretched burlesque at It
was, the simple fact or death was be-

fore our eyes. We went out y,

with all the dark-eye- d wo-
men around looking at us with fixed
curiosity.

HOW FREDERICK DOUGLASS Q0T HIS
NAME.

In the first number of the Century
Magazine, (November), Frederick
Douglass tells for the first time the man-
ner of his escape from slavery. The ac-

count take him to Now Bedford, where
he first obtained steady work and
where he got his name, as follows :

Once Initiated into my new life or
freedom, and assured by Mr. Johnson
tiiat I need not fear recapture in that
city, a comparatively Important ques-
tion arose as to the name by which I
should be known thereafter In my new
relation as a free man. The name giv-
en me by my dear mother was no leas
pretentious and long than Frederick
Augustus Washington Bailey. I had,
however, while living in Maryland,
dispensed with the Augustus Wash-
ington, and retained only Frederick
Bailey. Between Baltimore and New
Bedford, the better to conceal myseir
rrom the slave-hunter- s, I had parted
with Bailey and called myseir Johnson;
but in New Bedford I found that the
Johnson family was so numerous as to
cause some confusion in distinguish-
ing them, hence a change In this name
seemed desirable. Natbam Johnson,
mine host, piaeed great emphasis on
this necessity, and wished me to allow
him to select a name for me. I con-
sented; and he called me by my pres-
ent name the one I have been known
by for three and forty years Fred-
erick Douglass. Mr. Johnson had just
.been reading "The Lady or the Lake,"
and so pleased waa he wtth IU great
character that bo wished me to bear
his name. Since reading that charm-
ing poem myself, I have often thought
that, considering the noble hospitality
and manly character of Natbam John- -

blaek man though he waa he, far
more tbaaja, Illustrated the virtue of
the Douglass of Scotland., Sore am I
that, Ifaay slave catcher bad entered
his domicile with a view to my recap-
ture, Johnson would have shown him-
self like him of the "stalwart band."

THE GREEK OUTSIDE GARMENT.

The iiiitioii of the Greeks was al-

ways ot wool, ami being largely of
domestic manufacture was

varied in texture ami color. Thu
poorer classes, when they uorenu out-
side wrap, made use of stulls roughly
woven of the natural wis. I orilynl of
dull color, to keep from "Inuring t

Fineness of texture ami purity
of color wen, of course, found only lit
the garments of thu rich. The liimtt-tio- n

was worn in n variety of ways;
the manner of throwing it is by'im
menus difficult to leant, and the art of
wearing it with some degree of grace
requires but little study.

The experience ni the Harvard stu-
dents proved how easy It is to master
the use of this apiurently complicated
ami troublesome article of attire. The
wearer first takes up the rectangular
cloth, seizing it withliis left ham! near
one end, nud throws the short part
over Ills left shoulder from Ix'hiiid, so
that the weight on thu npier corner
may lust touch the ground. The long
art is then brought by the right hand

around under thu right arm, and
thrown ever the left shoulder from thu
front, backward. The left arm is now
raised, gathering the folds of Ixitii ends
in such a manner as to leave two of
tho four corners tin each side of Un-

arm. This throw may Ik? exactly re-

versed by bringing the left Mid tn the
front over the left shoulder, alsive tho
right end, which is thrown over back-
ward. The middle if the ujiht edge
or the liimatlon may lie brought over
Instead or under the right arm, as in
the statue of Sophocles, or the right
end may lie brought around the Issly
under Itoth arms, and then thrown to
the front over the right shoulder. Oth-
er interesting varieties in the throw of
the himntinn arc practicable, but thn
above wre those which were found to
be most easily managed. After a few
trials, the student, or nw- -t of them
at least, made up their minds which
throw they preferred, and the variety
was left to their choice. Many of
them, after a very little practice, woro
their costumes with ease ami satisfac-
tion, and learned to arrange them
without assistance. From the flr-- t. it
was decided to lu an exceedingly com-
fortable dress, and much loss tmtih!-so- me

than had been supposed, ruder
these circumstances, the wearers of the
strange garb made the liest of models,
for they moved naturally and made a
genuine practicable tie of the gar-
ments, varying the throw according to
the throw or the freedom or motion
desired.
