The following letter concerning the
late mill run ot the Virginia Belle has
bren received by D. B, Powers :

GuxxisoN, Covo., Mar. 17, 1882

D. B. PowEgRs, SALINA, Kaxsas—
DeAR Sik: On or sbout Feb. 8 Mr.
Wm. H. Turner and I were employed
by Alexander Gullett to go the Vir-
ginia Belle mine, wsituate on Copper
creek, and get some ore fors mill test.
The first day we went to Crested Butte,
and the second to Gothle, and on the
third we weut to the top of the moun-
taina via the Virginias ; but the snow
on the crests of the mountains hung
in masses and was plled in such h!lrl
that we thought it too dangerous for
us to undertake to pass over the snow
down to the eabin, so we relurned to
town. The fourth day Turner was
snow-blind, and we then employed a
man by the name of Lessy to assist us
in getting the ore; and on the fifth we
went 1o the mine vin the Copper ereck
trail, reaching the eabin about 2 p. M.,
where we remained over night.

The next day we examined the ore,
and my opinion isit isa contaet vein in
lime and porphyry. The ore was
tnken from the bottom of the shaft st
the end of the incline, from a space
about six feet wide, commencing at
what appears to be the foot-wall. |
could not tell from present develop-
ments the exact width of the vein, but
it mow shows more than seven feet.
The vein malter is quartz, most of
which is in a erystalized state. The
minerals apparent and in sight are
csrbonates of jron, oxide of per
and black sulphurets of silver. There
seems o have been a general eruption
and disturbance of the different strata
of rock, and the present workings
have not reached solid formation. 1
believe tha mine will for all fu-
ture developments, and when snlid
formationis réached a handsome profit
and be one of the richest mines in the
Copper creek belt.
