Nowpa the
statistics show that the production of
beef cattle in this country is entirely
unequaled to the demand at reasona-
The people of this country
should be able to have an abundance
of good beef; but the supply of eattle
continuing at its present limit, it
will soon become a guestion whether
some families can 'uve beef unt all.
It is a fact that the number of eattle,
as compared with the population, has
continunlly decreased sinee 1540, at
whieh time there were 100 hgad of
caltle to every 100 persons.

it. The justice of this is obvious, and
every farmer ‘will appreciate the nee-
essity of pmtecuuw the de-
gree, the fide of
negotiable instruments, which form
part of the ﬂlmu:]' of the country,
and if subject to all the defences, of
other written contracts, would be de-
prived of their main value.

It will be seen, then, that these in-
struments become to the shrewd ms-
eal a eonvenient means of swindling
the u ing ; for, having once
g& them in his possession, no matter

w fraudulently, they becomein most
instunces, practically mooey, and
their makers cannot help themselves.
It behoeves farmers therefore to be
very eareful in the matter of giving
notes, and to alwsys be certain of
getting value received for them; for
they be certain of hwinxhto pay
Ihem.m:gdher they get anything in
return or not. A class of miscreants
who have in yearms past successfully
operated by this means, have tramped
over the country with the apparent
means ofnlllngmmmm rights. Had
they conflned t Ives to the legiti-
mate sale of patent rights orof pat-
ented articles, they would have been
less intolerable, though they have
forced many useless things upon the

blie, and induced many a farmer,

y their voluble iveness, to
pay dearly for things which he did
not want. But their real object has
often been far less innocent. A fa-
vorite dodge with them has been to
get the farmer to accept an ageney for
the sale of the articles in his town
or county, securing his signature to a
printed contract for that purpose
—underneath which Is adroitly
concealed a printed promissory note,
which the farmer unwittingly signs,
supposing it to be s duplicate of the
contract. A few wmwonths aflterwarnds
he is vonfronted by a demand for the
payment of his note vy some shaver
in a neighboring town, whoe bought
the same in good faith. To avoid a
law suit, the farmer probably ends the
malter by compromising with the
holder of the note, or by paying it<
fuil amount out of his hard-earned
savings Thisis but one of the many
similar methods employed by these
villains, but it has been used to such
an extent in some parts of the country,
as to lead to special legislation. In
Michigan, a statute enacted for the

yuires that every note given for the
right to make, useorsell any patented
Mmivention shall have written neross jts
face, ' Wiven for Patent Right” sl
=tueh noles are made subjeet to all de-
fences goomd between original parties,
no watter in whose hamds they are;

badd, prior to the passave of that law,
held that a note, the signature to
whieh hind been obtained in the man-
per above Indicated, was in the nature
of a forgery, and abisolutely vold.  But
this is contrary to the doetrine in
many other States, und farmers gen-
erally nre not thus protected. Asstated,
therclore, it behiooves them to he eare-
fitl what they sign. A zood rule would
be—never give a promissory note un-
liss alwolutely necessary ; never give
one without value received; never sign
any paper in the hands of a stranger.
