COAL MINES OF PENNSYL-

VANIA.

I'linni: .Ini'K.s'Al.: Operators of

coal mines, as tt class of business men
who have a largeaiiioillit of capital In-

vested, generally labor under many
wry expensive disadvantages ; lu fact,
there are more dangers attendiml
upon this investment than that of
any other description known lo the
business world. As the capitalist up
pronches his colliery and take his
prolegomena from the surface, the
appearances may indicate that nil the
various sections of the mine are In
perfei order, ami that tin mishaps
have occurred which may draw from
the earnings of his Institutions. Hut
from the inside winkings of the col-

liery may comejthemost appalling re-

ports that may be told tn him, with
out the 'slightest visible trace to be
discovered lit the surface. When the
mine has been worked to the third or
fourth vein, the power required for
drainage, mining, and good ventila-
tion Is exceedingly expensive; nnd it
certainly Is necessary to furnish a
surplus of tower so that it colliery
may be prepared for any mid all emer-
gencies. I'ihiii good ventilation de-

pends the health ami safety of the
workmen, and no valid reason can Im;

truthfiillyndduccil to excuse defective
ventilation. Besides, there Is always
a large amount of "dead" or unpro-
ductive latsir, that must be performed
about the collieries, occasioned by
trivial mishaps, that If neglected
Mould e"!nllgreat losses lu the future.
Among this class of lutwir is that per-
formed in extinguishing Internal tires,
propping and pillaring to prevent
cave-Ins- , etc. Indeed, tbe expenses
of a colliery areslmply enormous, and
should I attempt to make a recital of
some of the principal expenditures,
in this coiiimuuicallon, the writer
fears the reader would be Inclined to
be Incredulous ns regards Hie accepta-
tion of Hie statement at least I know

The em-
ployment is so entirely diHerciit and
more dangerous from others that

cop!o become oblivious to the real
state of affairs. The frightful casual-
ties blunt benevolent feelings because
of the constant, frightful of
them. Oh I when will the day come
when the wall of the widows, or tbe
cry of tbe orphan shall cease, and the
sight of the funeral cortege that so fre-
quently slowly moves towards the
burial ground, and likewise moves
public sympathy, cease to be a daily

iectacle!
No report which an anthracite coal

operator can receive from his mines
is so calculated to strike terror to his
heart, as that "tbe mine is afire!"
Aside from the questions of danger
and expense lu extinguishing it, he
knows that the losses in a dozen ways
will balance all the profit there may
have been for years past, or are likely
to be for years to come. This Is no
less tbe ease since great corporations
have rained a monopoly of the pro
duction of anthracite, than It was a
few years ago when the works were
In the hands of smaller eompaalea
and Individuals. These Interior mine
fires are the most deceiving attribute
to be met In coal mining. There was
one fire at Kehly's Bun colliery.
Shenandoah, which cost the Girard
estate II 25,000 aad tail teen I Ives .were
lost before It was extinjrabibed. Three
Interna! flresattbe Wadesvllle shaft,
near PotUvllle, have cost the Phila-
delphia A Beading Coal a Iron
Compaay, aad the former owner,
f2W,Ot, and the loss of 780,000 toss of
coal destroyed before tbe fhuaes were
subdued. Tbe "Buralag MeuaWla,"
at the Jugular colliery, la tbe suae
district, corBintBced buralBg la ISK,
Is still buralBg, aad proeaises to con-
tinue for deeades to eoeae.

mosphere with such a deadly effect,
that birds flying over It fall dead upon
the earth nflcr flying a few feet.
The sides of the shaft, on the surface,
Is literally covered with the skeletons
of blnU that have happened in that
vicinity. The large coal dirt pile at
the colliery. Pottsville. has been on
lire many years and all elUtrts to cet
the flames under subjection have
fulled, lu rock hanks where coal dirt,
or slftlngs have been dumped, the
lires burn stronger mid swifter than
In pure, culm piles. The rocks ad-

mit of a circulation of air between the
crevices while the eulm packssoclose,
that the tire must create u draft for
itself. Some small estimate can be
formed from these statements, only n
few of hundreds I might cite, of the
annual loss of the oiieratorsof anthra
cite coal mines Mislaid tiirougn mis
one element.
