After their majesties had all been

seated tbe metropolitan of Novgorod
asked tbe emperor in a loud and dis-
tinct tone of voice: "Are you a true
believer?" The emiieror falling on
his knees read in reply In a clear voice
the Lord's prayer and the Apostles'
erred in the Greek church, the metro-
politan responding, "May tbe grace of
the Holy Uhost remain with thee."
They descended from the dais atid the
customary summons was three times
repeated by the bishop : "If there be
any of you here present knowing of
any Impediment from wiiicli Alexan-
der, sou of Alexander, should not be
crowned, by the grace of Coil, Em-

After reading selections from tbe
gospel, the metropolitans of Novgorod
and KeifT asceuded tbe dais and in-

vested the Emperor with'lhe imperial
mantle of ermine, the metropolitan of
Moscow saying at the same time,
"Cover and protect thy people as this
robe protects aud covers thee."

The Emperor responded, "I will, I
will, I will, God helping." The met-
ropolitan of Novogorod, crossing bis
bands uK)ii tbe head of the Emperor,
then invoked the benediction of
Almighty God upon him aud bis reign
and delivered to Alexander III. the
crown of Russia, who placed it upon
his own head aud assuming the scep-
tre and orb took bis seat upon the
throne. He then returned the Insignia
of bis title lo tbe dignitaries appointed
to receive tbem, and called tbe Em-
press, who knelt before him. He
touched her bead lightly wHb tbe
crowd of the Emperor and then form-
ally crowned her with herown crown.
The expression and attitude of the
Empress aa she knelt, was one of sym-
pathy with her royal husband, and
touched deeply the audience. The
Czar presented throughout a grave and
decorous dignity and nobleness of
demeanor, which also provoked the
admiration of all. After the Empress
had been duly invested of the impe-
rial mantle, and tbeir majesties were
seated on their thrones, tbe arch-deaco- n

intoned tbe imperial titles, aud
sang "JJoinine; saivum tao laipera-tum- ,"

which was taken up and thrice
repeated by tbe choir. Directly after
this part of tbe ceremony waa finished
tbe bells of all the churches of Mos-
cow rang out In chorus. A salute of
101 guns was fired, and Inside the
cathedral members of tbe Imperial
family tendered their congratulations
to their majesties.

The Emperor then knelt and recited
a prayer, at tbe end of which the
clergy and all knelt before tbe Em-
peror. The bishop of Moscow said
aloud in behalf of tbe nation a fervent
prayer for tbe happiness of their maj-
esties. Shouts of "Long live tbe Era-itero- r"

then rent the cathedral, and
were taken up by tbe thousands out-
side and carried from mouth to mouth
until that part of the multitude who
were unable to get Inside. Even the
ample acreage of tbe Kremlin caught
the souud and waved it In a huge vol-
ume of human gratulatlon to the re-
motest parts of the city, when it was
speedily made known to all tbe world
that another Cxar of the Russlas had
been crowned.

Tbe cathedral choir than sang the
Te Deum, after which tbe Emperor
unsheathed his sword, aad accompan-
ied by the Empress aad numeroas
dignitaries proceeded to the gate of
the sanctuary. There tbe metropoli-
tan of Novgorod anointed the Emner--
or'a forehead, eye-lid-s, nostrils, lips,
ears, breast and hands, at the name
time exclaiming: "Behold the seal of
the Holy Onost; may it keep thee ever
noty!"

The Empress was anointed only oa
the forehead. Both partook of the
sacrament, aad then left tbe cathedral,
removing their crowns aad maatles,
the Emperor also bearing tbe aseptic
and orb. After a prayer In the cathe-
dral of Michael tbe Archangel, their
majesties returned to the palace, es-
corted by a procession, wblca pre-
sented even a more splendid sight
than that which escorted them to .the
cathedral, being bow Bag-seat- ed by
the gorgeous state carriage of the Im-
perial

family. Banners waved from

all points of tbe Kremlla aad the
whole roate of the procession fairly
glowed with bright draperies aad
haruriaas. The Emperor rceatered
