Military bounty land warrants are
issued by the Commissioner or Pen-
sions for services in the several wan
before tbe year 1855. No warrants are
issned for services during the war for
tbe Union ; but soldiers can be cred-
ited on homestead entries for the terms
of their enlistments, up to four years
of the time of residence required as a
condition of title in cases of orriinary
bomestcaders. These warrants eall
for 40, 60, 80, ISO. or ISO acres ef land,
as tbe case mav be. and belne awUm- -
able can be located by any purchaser.
They should be bought only of respon-
sible dealers, with a written guaran
tiee mat, in case 01 error or aereet, ths
settler will not lose anything thereby.
iThe market price of such warrants is
from $1 to $1 20 per acre. There is no
reason why these cannot be used Ir
paying for publlo land In Oregon as
well as lu other states or territories.
Applications must be made as lit rash
oases, but accompanied wltb a war-
rant duly assigned as payment for tbe
land. Yet where the laud i tifitt per
acre, as the warrant pays only ftir
land at 51.il ler acre, the remaining
JI.2T. rt acre inunt be mlil In fash.
