WHAT BATTERED COINS ARE WORTH.
It is estimated by the Treasury

onicials that If coin is not in active
circulation, or is frequently trans-
ferred In treasury and custom transac-
tions, a $90 gold piece should coutln-u- e

current for fifty years, an eagle for
thirty-fiv- e years, a half eagle for
twenty yearn, mid $3 and $2.50 nieces
each fifteen years.

Inasmuch as coin cannot continue
In circulation even for a short time
without some loss of weight by nat
ural wear Congress lias established
a margin of loss within which coins
will be received at the Treasury at
their nominal value. Section 14 of
the net of 1873 provides "that gold
coins which have become reduced In
weight by natural abrasion not more
than one half of one per centum be
low standard weight after a period of
circulation or twenty years, anu a
proportionate rate for a less period,
shall be received at their nominal val-
ue at the Treasury and Its offices."
The standard welcht of the double
eagle Is C1G grains, and the amount of
abrasion allowed by lay Is 2 63-1- 00

grains, thus leaving the least current
weight 61S 42-1- grains. The legal
standard of the gold dollar is 25.8
grains. The legal deviation from
standard weight of the dollar Is one-quar- ter

of a grain, hence It will con-
tinue current until reduced below 25
63-1- 00 grains. This margin allowed
by law in the case of the gold dollar
exceeds the legal limit of wear as ap-
plied to other coins by nearly one-eigh- th

of a grain. All gold dollars
coined since 1S71 are within legal tol-
erance, If not fraudulently reduced In
weight. All double eagles, if not
fraudulently reduced, will be found
within the limit of natural abrasion
allowed by law, The same is, true of
all eagles coined since I860, half-eagl-es

coined since 1806, and quarter-eagle- s,

or $2,50 pieces, If coined since
1871.

The law provides no way by which
uucurrent coins, either of gold or sli-
ver, may be redeemed at their real
value. The only means at the dispo-
sal of the holder of these coins Is to
present his gold at the mint, where it
will be received at its bullion value
and recolned Into standard coins, the
Government charging him the actual
cost of coinage, or if he has mutilated
silver coins he must sell them to the
Government for what they are worth
as bullion. PnUadetphla Record.

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BLAINE AND THE IRISH.
From the Debtta Freemar, (PuaelTf organ.)

Blaine has been always a steady
champion of the Irish, and what Is
nearly as good a stoat opponent of
British interests. His conduct, espe
cially in ltwr-'U- B, win be long ana
gratefully remembered by Irishmen.
When, In 1867, AngostusUostello was
arrested In Ireland for a "treasona-
ble" speech delivered by him In TSew
York two years previously, and sen-
tenced to fifteen years penal servitude,
Blaine, who was a Republican leader
In congress, made a series of powerful
speeches In his behalf and in behalf
of Gen. D. F. Burke and others,
which eventually succeeded in secur-
ing their liberation. The Irishmen
had their papers of American citizen-
ship in their possession, but they
were disregarded as a defense, or as a
protection against British law, and
this aroused much excitement and
Indignation in the states. Blaine's
advocacy Induced congress to demand
the release of the Fenians from Eng-
lish euslody, and when the British
cabinet refused, on the then existing
treaty, the United States government
threatened reprisals with respect to
British subjects then In the states.
England, being well frightened,
caved In, as neeauie her, and Coatellb,
Burke, and the rest were released.
This triumph was mainly due to the
masterly advocacy of Blaine, andlbo
leaning he showed towards Irishmen
has not since relaxed In the many
comparisons that have been Instituted
between the functions of the presi-
dent ef Araeiiea and those of the
English sovereign perhaps ,the most
strletly accurate Is that whtcli tells us
that they are both sovereigns: with
the distinction that the queen relgna
uui uocs not govern, wane me presi-
dent governs but does sot reign.

"I especially dislike,"
he said, "to see England winning
great 'commercial Uiumphs In a field
that legitimately belongs to the
United Stater" This was the lan-
guage he held, when, as secretary of
state under Garfield, he wrote about
English enterprise In Peru. Ex uno
dlsce omnes. In short, ho Is said to
aim at the unification of all the Amer-
icans under the jogls of the chief of
them, and tho expulsion from the area
of the new empire of all foreign and
especially of the British power and
Influence. If, therefore, he be elected
England may look out for the adop-
tion of "a spirited foreign policy" by
the government of the United States,
involving some serious blows to Eng-
lish trade and commerce, and conse-
quently English power and prestige.
