I don't mean that I want to see
an Orphan's Homo where ylco and
childhood are thrown together In one
common pile, or n place where help-
less children are fed on corn bread
and Orleans molasses and a small cup
of eold, skimmed milk for breakfast.
I want to ask every citizen or Kansas
to think or your own little ones In
such a place asthat. We have, many
or us, dainty, delicate children, wnom
we would shudder to think of being
forced to sit down to such a breakfast,
or sent to bed without the luxury or a
drink or water, one of God's best gifts
to man, and the children that have to
depend on the charity or a state are
Just like yours and mine. They aie
little human beings, not animals.
And will you for a moment think of
the little aching hearts that the roof
of an Orphan Asylum covers, and that
by some strange reverse of fortune
your own child may some day share
it. Then will not Kansas give to us
an Orphan's Home that will be an
honor to our State? Sho has wealth
and a generous people, and I send
my appeal to every parent's heart. I
do not know whose work it Is, but I
know the great need. There Is not a
citizen, I think, but Is ready to help
heart and hand, if some one will take
the lead. Will you mothers who pre-oa- re

little dainty dishes for your
children's breakrast, think or that
corn bread aud molasses. I know or
au Orphan's Home where a delicate
child said: "Oh, I cannot eat that
corn bread, mamma used to give me
nice warm biscuit, and the answer
came, "yes if your mother had not
given biscuit you might not have been
here on the charity or other people."
I hope mothers In the Spirit Land
cannot see Into Kansas Orphan
Asylums, but I do hope e'er another
year we will have an asylum over
which the angels in Heaven will not
look down and weep.

HOW THE PRESIDENCY IS DECIDED.

Each state is entitled to as many
electors as It has senators and repre-
sentatives in Congress, and these are
voted for by the people, so that the
president and nt are not
cnosen utrecuy by tue people at an;
It amounts to the same thing, how-
ever, as each elector in either or any
party Is nominated with special refer-
ence to his party fealty and invariably
represents by his vote the will of those
who elect him. The voter Is not con-
fined to districts or localities, but
casts a ballot containing the names of
all tne electors his state is entitled to,
the candidate obtaining the greatest
number or votes being elected, the
same as other candidates for office.
Ou the first Wednesday In December
the electors who have been chosen
meet at such place In their respective
states as the legislatures thereof may
provide, and proceed to vote first for
president, then for nt;

three certificates or the result are
made, one of them forwarded by
seclal messenger, another mailed to
the president of the senate at Wash-
ington, and the third filed with the
judge of the district in which the
electors cast their votes. On the sec-
ond Wednesday in Febuary, in the
presence of both houses of congress,
the president of the senato aunounces
the result of the voting by electors aud
officially proclaims the men having
the highest number of voteaduly elec-
ted as president and t.

The Inauguration takes place on the
fourth nf March following and that
is all.
