Every American admits that every
human being Is endowed with certain
Inalienable rlg'jts-su- eii as "life, lib-

erty and the pursuit or happiness"
and it follows as night the day that
every human being has a right to the
means necessary to secure these re-

sult. Women citizens (according to
the Fourteenth amendment, women
are citizens) are denied the exerelse or
the franchise a means considered
absolutely necessary to male citizens
in the pursuit of "life, liberty mid
happluesa,"ln America. In direct
opposition t this Republican princi-

pal, a woman citizen is deprived of
lire for the violation or Ihwh to which
she has never consented ; cite is de-

nied the right or trial by a jury or
her peers; she has no vnlco In the
election of judges who are to decide
her rate. What right can she be said
to have to liberty while the custody
of her person belongs to nnother ;

while she has no right to Hie wages
she teams; can make no contracts
neither buy or sell, sue or be sued, as
is the case In most or the Mates and
in all or the K'ates can le taxed with-
out representation, and is deprived or
the equal custody or her children in
thirty-fiv- e states. On what principle
or Republicanism lias a minority or
the people or the United titates

to themselves the rights of
the whole ? Where under the Declar
ation or Independence does the male
citizen find authority for depriving
women citizens of their Inalienable
rights? The code of laws under
which women live Is far more unjust
and tyrannical than that which goad-

ed our fathers Into the bitter, bloody
struggle with the mother country
more than a century ago. The moth-
ers of the Revolution bravely shared
dangers, labor, loss, persecution and
death, but even then were denied the
right or suffrage, though from Abigail
Adams down to Elizabeth Cleveland,
they have asked for It. There is not
a Blate In the Union from whose con
stitution women are not demanding
the expurgation or the word male.
Thb Is the demand or the women or
the Btate or Kansas.
