Who so denies
this canno'. have attentively read the
articles of confederation, on the con-
stitution of the United States. The
latter vas formed and designed theoer to effect the purpose of the
nrst. It Is not my purpose to dwell
upon the events of the war, as they
were laid before you yesterday so ably
by that great soldier. It Is not my
purpose, either, to discuss the politi-
cal questions on which my views
have elsewhere, and In other times,
been freely expressed, or to review the
past, except In vindication or the
character and conduct of those to
whom It is proDosed to do honor on
this occasion. That we may not be
misunderstood, by such as are not
wilfully blind. It may be proper to
state, In the foreground, that we have
no desire to feed the flres of sectional
bate, while we do not seek to avoid
whatever responsibility attaches to
the belief In the rightfulness of our
cause and the virtue of those who
risked their IIvjr to defend it Long
apptause anil cneem.j xtevenge la
net tor sentiment of a chivalrous peo-
ple a .tbe apothegm that forgive
ness is more easy to me injured, man
to those who inflict an injury, has
never had a more powerful Illustra-
tion than In the present attitude oi
the two sections towards one another.
Policy In the absence of magnanimi-
ty, would have indicated that In a re --

stored union or the states there should
have been a full restoration of the
equality, privileges and benetlts as
they had Though this
baa not been the case yet you have
faithfully kept your renewed obllga
tionaas citizens and in your Impov-
erishment have borne equal burdens
without equal benefits. I am proud
of yon my countrymen, for this addi
tional proof oi your nueiity, and pray
God to give grace to suffer and be
strong. When your children's chil-
dren shall ask what means this mon-
ument there will be the enduring
answer: "It commemorates tbe deeds
of Alabama's sons, who died that you
and your descendants should be what
your fathers in the war for Independ
ence ieit you." Aiaoama asserted tue
right proclaimed in tbe Declaration
of Independence, as belonging to
every people. She found that the
compact of the union had been bro-
ken on one side and was therfore an-
nulled ; that the government of the
United States did not answer the end
for which It was Instituted and with
others of like mind proceed to form a
new confederation, organizing its
powers, in the language of the dec-
laration of Independence, In such
form as seemed to them most likely
to effect their safety and happiness.
This was not revolution because the
state government, having charge of
all domestlo affairs, both of a personal
nature and of property, remained an--
cnangea. mo can it revolution Is a
gross soiecum, .Applause j as sover-
eigns never rebel and as only sover
eigns can form a national league. If
tne states bad not been soverlgns
there could not have been a compact
of tbe union. Applause. That
