Political Influence of Women.
"The entry or Mra Gladstone Into

the political arenaat London in aup-po- rt

of home rule for Ireland reminds
one forcibly of the great influence
women have always wielded when
they have personally advocated a
cant. Women were the original
agitators or the anti-slave- move-
ment, and willingly suttered insult
and social ostracism until the cause
assumed a shape with which It could
be practically grappled, and after
ward their Influence encouraged their
husbands, fathers, and brothers to en-
list as soldiers, and they, as nurses,
ministered to them in the conflict
which was eventually to emancipate
the stave. In fact, a woman. Mrs.
Blowe, made the Union army possible
through her graphic portrayal, in
"Uncle Tom's Cabin," of the evils of
slavery. The mothers and sisters of
the "uncrowned king of Ireland,"
Charles Stewart Parnell, have been
most powerful factors, through their
speeches and writings, In creating a
popular opinion, both in England and
America, which Is steadily revolu-
tionizing for the better the hitherto
existing relations between Great Bri-
tain and Ireland. Wherever one
may look Into history, it will be seen
that it was only when women were
associated with men that a refnrn
commenced to be successful. This
has lieen bo in social
matters, for when women were de-
barred from social Intercourse and
equality with men, civilization and
religion were but slightly above bar-
barism, t'ut since the gentler sex have
become the social peers of the "lords
of creation," the material and ethical
conditions of the body politic have
been Improved and elevated. It only
remains now to supplement this social
reform by a political one In the sphere
of womau, to insure an analogous im-
provement in every ramification of
society ; aud uutll this Is done, bur
republican Institutions can never de
velop their Inherent possibilities.
