A dllo to hold two hundred tons of

Exeavate p cellar 2 by 0, six feet
derp, with a counvenlent outside
drive- al roulh end of silo.
The out of eellar or drive-way
will be of use In serapiog out the
dirt snd afterwards in hauling out
the ensilage. After the celler in
vompleted, construct the upper part
of lumber; place a sill. 2 by 6, hard
pine, near the edge of cellar; then

studding. Boa up  inside with
rough boards or ship-laps, one
thickoess, Put rafllers six  feet

apart ; use girders and good soft-pine
buards for rool, and use 4-inch bat-
teus, or fencing lumber, for batten-
ing. The lrame or upper part of
sllo, auk up with dirt taken out
of the cellar, excepl the soulh end,
where the doors are. The doors
should be made to open outward
from the basement or lower story.
Double-bosrd the south eud of sllo
over doors, and use paper bel ween,
amd not depend upon banking up
the boards Lo I"r the alrout nl‘nilu.
At the top and middle of roof, when
fAlling the silo, should be an opening
to et the elevator drop in the
eosilage. A Bmall chute to conduet
ensilsge to north or south end of
silo would be convenent. Windows
at gabile end of roof (o let In light
are convenlent. To prevent dirt
from crowding the frame building
into the pit, s few poles or hoards
could be nalled to the studdivrg out-
sidde, and extend back into the dirt
atd be fastetnied  The rmoof should
have eavedroughs to  carry the
water (o the north end of sllo. A
silo of the above size, 20 by 0 feet,
12 feet high, would hold 150 tons of
»milar to the base of the rallers
I toink we might put 20 tonr in  the
wable by rounding up the eusilage.

She is at sl
times & girl of high rask in  the
place itself or in that of her parest-
age, From the first day of her
instaliment to Lhe day of her depan -
ure, marringe, elopement or de-
throuement  for md behavier
fwhich in quite recent Hmes was
effected with a club’ she is virtually
the queen of the palace. It is she
who recelves strangers on arrival o
her town, makes kava for them and
personally sees (o their comfort and
entertainment. Never, from one
year's endd to the other, is she por.
mitted 1o be ontl of sight of her at-
tendants. When abroad she s jn-
variahly sccompanivd by as many
of her youthful companions ss are
available for the wserviee They
follow her in single Hle wherever
she goes.  She heads all § ro csslons,
and visits and takes the leading part
In all “swas'" or native danees

Her attirron gala dave is of the
gayest deseription that her town ean
sftord, and evervihing i wm-
grudgingly sacrificed thst can add
to the glorifleation of her  personsl
appearmnees, It s she, on these
woesslons, who has mainiy 1o uphold
the prestige of the town. 1= only
when dressing for any ceremony
that she appenrs to have no will of
her own. i such oceasions, a long
Lime befure the commencement of
the ceremonial, the old women take
entire possession of her O them
devolves the exervise ol  the
mysteries of the Samoan  bhondolr
Everything le done [er the prowd
damsel, who stands pativntty  sunf-
fering any amonunt of vosrein, one
tithe of which she woubil wot permit
for & moment wers 1 not part of her
duty as the besuly of the town
Hhe is first taken in hamd by 1wo or
three of her attensdnnts, w i n[i.il,’

Abdve all things the native women
exeel in the art of dancing amnd
posturing. The most popular danee
among them is the Vsiva,” which is
performed by four or five msidens
1o Lhe accompaniment of 8 tuneless
song and drumming on the tom-
tom. [t consists of posturing and
movemeuls of the body and  hianls,
which are made in unison and in
time with the music. Some of the
fingers are executed while standing
erect upon the feet, bul In post
of them the dancers =it cross.
legged upon llrlrn of watting spresd
upan the ground. The postures are
many and varied  sometimes the
rlzhl hand rests upon the neighbor's
left shoulder, and left hand spon
the dancer’'s Jeft knee, and some-
times that motlon I»s reversed, Onpe
position I+ with  the  right  hand
read upon the ground in front and
the fingers of the left hand touching
the biesps of the dancer’'s right arm.
Another is a more thoughtful atti-
tude. The right hand supports the
felt elbow, while the 1ot cheek rests
upon the indexs fnger of the leh
hand. Of all the graceiul Samoan
dancers none can compare with the
duughter of Patua, ane of Matanin's
most  prominent chieftsine, Her
movements are so exdulsitely graee-
ful and full of such dream-like
maotion that Europeans and natives
alike have combined in naming her
“The Dream."”
