the infinitesimal enemy you are combet-
ing, use to destroy him.
ABOUT DISINFECTANTA

“The unquestioned authority in the
United Htates on this subject is Dr.
George M. Sternberg, and the informa-
tion evolved from his research, taken in
comnection with that of his collengues of
the American Public Health association,
forma the text bouk which is followed by
every bealth officer, health organisation
and intelligent practitioner in the land

“He has told ns of the misappraben-
sion and the injurions econsequences
which result from such m
and misuse of the terin disinfectant
He cites as an example the ase of sul-
phate of irvn, s =it which has been ex-
tensively peed with the ides that it is »
valnable disinfactant, and he informs us
that this salt in sstupsted solution does
not destroy the vitality of disense germs
or the infective power of materigd cop-
taining them, while, nevertheless, it is
very valuable as an antiseptic, and ita
low price makes it one of the most val-
uable agenta for the arrest of putre
factive decomposition.

“The health officer has jmned a cir-
cular giving information in extenso pe-
garding the methods to be employed in
disinfection of varions kinda, and this
circnlar may be obigjned upon applics-
tiom; but to give as briefly as possible
an ides of what, in the Informstion of
the present day, it s proper to use in
order to secure resnits in the work of
disinfection, | canmot do better thas
condense from Sternberg about as fol-
lows:

“In the sick room, in case of diph-
theria, scarlet fever, ete., the sputa of
the sick can, and should be, destroyed
by fire. Excrels may be disinfected
with a solation of chloride of lime,
made by disolving the chloride in the
propurtion of six ounces to a gallon of
water.

MSIXFECTING THE AIOK ROOM.

“Clothes can be thoroaghly disin-
fected by bolling for balf an hour in
water, If the heated water s not at
hand, the clothes should be immersed in
a solntion containing one dram to the
gallon of corrosive sublimate (mercuric
chloride), or one ounce to a gallon of
pure carbolic acid, care being taken not
to place the merearie chloride solntion
in metal vessels. but rather in 5 wooden
tfb or carthen crock.  This method does
sot apply to clothing or bedding which
cannot be washed; this can only be
properly disiufected by being subjected
to superheated stenm in a suitable steam
disinfecting apparatos

“The genern] plan employed in disin-
fection of [he atmosphere, together with
the snrronndings in the room. is by means
of slphuroas scid gas, sscared by the
combustion of sulphnr. The sulphar, in
powder or small fragments, is placed in
a shallow fton pan (sbout three pounds
for each 1,000 cabic feet of air space),
which, after being moistened with
alcobol, is ignited, sl measyures for thop-
ough closing of every aperture in the
room baving been previonaly taken In
order to guard against fire. it s adviesd
that the pan should be set n couple
of bricks in a tub partly with water.

“After the room has been
fumigated the walls should then be
washed with a disinfecting solution, snch
as that referred to for nse in Immersing
