Now that thousands of young
Americans are assoclated In “Ep-
worth Leagues’’ there should natar-
ally be an inereased Interest In Ep-
worth, the birthplace of Jobhn Wes-
ley, and in his native county of Lin-
eoln.

Epworth is the name of the rectory
of which Rev. Bamuel Wesley beld
the living, and since the name has
come so commonly Into print every-
body should be giad the name is so
short and easy quite to spell aa com-
pared with thas of other Lincolashire
parishes, and that Wealoy was born
there instead of at Aswardbun cum
Lyfford or Wrawly cum Brigg.

Epworth has grown In the world's
eye lo the last hundred years. o an
account of England and Wales pub-
lished in the early part of this cen-
tury, which was intended to do for
those countries what has been done
for Kansas by the famous volume
known as the “"Herd Book,” Ep-
worth is spoken of only ss “long,
siraggling town'' where thers is a
factory for working up hemp into
bagging, and it is incidenially men-
tioned that here lived Rev. Samuel
Wesley, who was the ““father of the
leaders of the Arminian Methodists,
John and Charles Wealey.” A gaset-
teer of our time would devote more
space to Epworth and say more of
the rectory while devoting sufficlent
space o the bagging factory.

We may forgive the ‘‘Beautles of
England and Wales,” for such lathe
name, for devoling so little space te
Epworth when we consider the nu-
merous closely printed pages neces-
sary to sefting forth the county of
Lincoln, acounty twice as large as the
average Hansas county, and full of
objecls of interest, among them ihe
country seats of numerous noblemen
and gentiemen, with names fit to sel
up in business & dosen dime novel-
isls, aa Bir Montague Cholmondely
for instance. Among the properties
we noliee Tealby Uoliage, the resi-
dence of George Tennyson, Esy.,
perhaps an ancestor of the poet lau-
reate.

Undoubtedly the mosl interesting
snoals of Epworth are those conneet-
ing the place with the remarkable
Wealey family, the high-spirited and
beautiful mother of ninetsen ehil-
dren; the children who lived to ma-
turity, including the boys who shook
a drowsy and besoiled England by
the shoulder and put new hymuns
into its mouth; and the girls who
seem to have been fortunate in their
ostural gifts, and singularly unfor.
tunale in their husbands, suggesting
that Rev. Bamuel Wesley had done
something wrong, and that, in the
Ispguage of the Rev. Bamuel Jones,
“the devil had slipped up on bhim

It always delighta one to see bean-
tiful and artistic things, shaped,
moulded or manufsctured by man,
baui nature in bher grandeur, her im-
mensily, ber awe-inspiring solemn-
iy, thrillsa the soul and desiroys
man’s pride. These diverse feelings
ean, perhaps, be felt and appreciated
in no better manner than by supple-
menting s visit to the Mineral Palace
at Pueblo, with a trip to the summit
of Pike's Peak, in & rallway car.

Perched
on & oliff, apparenily, about hall &
mile above us was a cony and com-
fortable looking bullding, but the
thought of wearily climbing to that
height fairly appalied vs.

Feeling that he had simply made
this statement so frequently, thst he
had begun to belleve It himself, we
