Not to be behind any town in the
siate, somebody nas entered a pro-
test against tbe pictures announcing
the bald-heade- d show at the opera
house A year ago last
summer one of the rankest shows
that ever traveled came along and
exhibited Its nakedness in Coaster
park, but nobody entered a protest.
Instead of doing that the manager of
the busted concern was taken in and
given the privilege of Imposing upon
alarge number of Fourth of July
visitors.

It appears to us to be
a short sighted policy to force Its or
patrons to take service upon a rival
and competelng road, as the U. P.
now does. The additional expense
would be several times compensated
for In increased travel and a saving
of fares paid the other lines. If the
train could be run through to Salina
the mail and express facilities would
be greatly Increased and tbe mer
chants along the branch brongbt In-

to much closer relations with Salina
wholesale houses. As it is we can
get an answer to letters-sen- t to Kan-
sas City as soon as those sent to Sa-

lina. Let us have quick connection
over a continuous line to Salina and
It will only be a short time when tbe

oftrain will run from Belolt to Mc-

Pherson, for we are confident when as

once tried It will never be relinquish-
ed. The patrons of the branch de-

mand this accommodation and stand
ready to make this branch still bet-

ter paying if their wishes are re-

A Bow Over ! Spoil.
"To tbe victors belong the pells,"

la an aphorism attributed to that
eminent saint of Democracy, Andrew
Jackson. Just now aa effort ia be-

ing made In thia city to see what
constitutes a fair "dlrvy" of tbe
plunder. Last January the com-
missioners awared the contract for
doing tbe county printing to the
Union and Herald, the senior and
junior organs of tbe local reform
party. At the time of tbe award the
Union did not posses enough type to
set up tbe tax list and other legal
advertisements, and in order to aave
tbe expense of buying tbe material
necessary, it entered Into an agree-
ment with tbe junior organ, the
gist of which was that tbe Herald
was to have 60 per cent of the publi-
cation fees. All went well until tbe
tax list came out, when on figuring
up the amount of the Herald't "rake
off" came a serious rupture between
Mr. Honeywell and the publisher of
the junior organ. The latter, we be-

lieve discounted the former's intel-
ligence, in divers uncomplimentary
and uugentletnanly remarks. Tbe
upshot of the matter is that Harry
C. Tobey, of the junior organ has
sued the official organ of the Alli-
ance for over f47. Tbe case came up
for trial last week, but for political
reasons was postponed until after
election. Tobey has garnlsbeed all
the local advertising patrons of the
Union and the chairman of the popu
list committee, who pays for the
election tickets printed by the
Union.

A Mew Doc Ordinance.
The city council met In special

session Thursday night to consider
the burning problem of the hour
the great dog question. Action was
taken to dispense with canines al-

together, but we rather Incline to the
belief that an ordinance containing
the provisions of the following would
be about tbe proper thing:

Be it ordained by the Mayor and
Conncllmen of the city of Salina.

Sec. 1. That all persons living
within tbe corporate limits of the
city of Salina are hereby required to
keep at least seven dogs, two male
aud five female, and to give them
the freedom of the city.

Sec. 2. It shall be unlawful, for
any person or persons to muzzle,
chain, confine or restrain any dog
from running at large.

Sec. 3. Tbe mayor is hereby em-

powered and commanded to appoint
seventeen policemen, whose duty it
shall be to look after the welfare
and comfort of all dogs residing in
this city or straying this way.

Sec. 4 The sum of $5,000 is here-
by appropriated from the general
fund of the city treasury to construct
and maintain a hospital to care for
diseased dogs and thoBe dogs dis-

abled of
in fighting.

Sec. 5. Any person or persons
violating any of the provisions of
this ordinauce will be guilty of a
felony, and on conviction, maybe
fined in any sum not exceeding $1000,

less thau siOO; or transported to
Topoiobampo for life.

Sec. 0. This ordinance shall take
effect and be in force from and after
the completion of tbe Salina electric
railway.

A Terrible Accident.
G. B. Donmeyer, better known aa

"Gabe," who lives just east of tbe
Saline bridge, near New Cambria,
met with a most terrible accident in
last Saturday, which nearly cost him
bis life. He was coming to town In
his cart, and just behind him was
one of his heavy farm teams, driven
by a boy who was working for him.
