If every man had the
privilege of taking nil sliver he
could buy nt ktt cents per ounce
It to the mint ami have every
AVl)i grains stamped as a dollar he
would make :, cent on his In-

vestment then change his silver for
gold until (he gold was all gone and
then we would have but n single
standard alter all nud that standard
a very shaky and uuvaluable one
It would drive all gold from (he
country In a short period of time. It
would be granting an unreasonable
concession lo owners or silver
which would work great Injury to
all balance or the people. It
would make this country the dump-
ing ground for all silver In (he
world.

He next treated tariff, first
taking It from a historical stand
point, showing that when protection
prevailed the country always pros-Hre- d

aud when free trade was
adopted disaster has always been the
Inevitable result. The nearest to
free trade a country went or
ever will go was by adopting a tariff
which would furnish money to
pay expenses of the government and
that Is what Democratic plat-
form stauds for this year. Under
the protection laws the Inevitable,
silent and arbitrary principle of
tradeof supply and demand com
petition has cheapened the prices on
all articles of consumption uutll
tbey rever were so cheap as now.

Judge Strang's talk for there was
no attempt at oratory set all his
bearers to thinking, and tbe result
will Inevitably be In favor of tbe
Republican volley of protection.
