New Yoiik, Sept. 10 A dcsiiatch
to the Il'orrf, nc.ni Paris, dried Sept. !th,
says: In an interview, yesterday, held at
the Mini-tr- y of Foreign Affairs, Jules Favre
assured Lord Lyons that theltepublicdidnot
inherit the wars of the Empire, and that the
provisional government would very gladly
conclude peace as soon as iossible, on any
terms not alisolutely dangerous and dishon-
orable to France. Favre then asked his
Lordship if the English Cabinet would inter-

fere and suggest terms of peace to be ofiered
to Prussia, such as he could be assured that
France would acceiit.

Lord Lyons replied that, though England
would be "delighted to help to bring the war
to an end, he had no authority to say that
she would undertake to suggest terms of peace
to either combatants.

Favre then said it would be impossible for
France to make any such suggestions, and
the interview was brought to a close.
