The Stite Supcrintcnelent is to direct how
many school) shall be kept in each district,
and the local Superintendent, with the aii--
proval of the State Superintendent is to hire

alonzlhe line, as to the cxhorbitant freight
and lossenger tariffs; and people arc su
premely disgusted wnii loose in cnarge oi

at Stt Joseph, who take it iqion them-
selves to delay freight. A general com-

plaint is raised, and a great many business
men, arc going lock to the "wagon and
teanu" A great desire i manifested for a sat-
isfactory arranccnicnt for transportation
over the Leavenworth, Atcliison A North-
western, and the Atchi-o-n s Nebraska, to
Troy. In that event, Leavenworth will
come in for a large share of the trade of the
Northern Tier. But it i generally under- -
stood that the ct. Joseph & Denver will put
freight rates up, in that case, to the same
standard from troy west as trom M. Joseph.
I have found in mv travels, that Leaven
worth men stand very much letter all
over the State than those of any of the rival
cities. The desire is growing to be univer
sal throughout Kansas, to build up the great
city of the West in our own State. If the
people of Leavenworth will now begin to
take care of themselves, the rest of the State
will help them. It has no affinities witli
neighboring States tliat ought to be allowed
to come in and usurp those natural ones she
has towards her own cities. St. Joseph, anil
other rivals, have received encouragement
from contiguous localities in Kansas, that
lias thus been diverted from Leavenworth.
These localities have secured what they were
primarily seeking, viz: Communication by
rail with the commercial centers of the older
Stales, and there it ends; there they stop;
anil in all respects else, arc Kansas tieople,
solely interested in securing, within the
bou's of their own State, the Metropolitan
city of the West. If this is not the truth in
the case, they are universally in
their statements. Wc shall not set that
down against them. Let the business-
men of our city tmt work, and work
harmoniously, and the day will come
that sliall see her tuoud and prosperous and
her rivals deserted and decaying. It should
not be understood in anv of the re-

marks that anv complaints arc aimed to le
"trumped up' I simply intend to relate
the condition of aflairs in this sirtion of the
State for information.

In my letter from Troy, 1 omitted to state
tliat the Atchison i& Nebraska is expected to
reach White Cloud by the tint eif January,
and tliat arrangements are leing made to
run trains from Atchison rit Troy to St. Jo-
seph.

Mr. Darwin's theory of development,

which seemed to link man to the ale, and to
deny the Scripture doctrine of creation and
Providence, promises now to confirm the
Bible, and to place man above all other
forms of life on earth.

Mr A. R. Wallace, the distinguished
traveler ami naturalist, who worked on the
the theory independently of Mr. Darwin,
and has expounded it with more simplicity
and force, tlunks it does not hold true in
application to man.

The theory is that ill the struggle for life
the fittest always survive, and that any su-

periority of organization gives a great advan-
tage in the struggle. All progress, there-
fore, nimt be in the line of immediate utility,
ami not as prepaitory to some future end.

But there are elements in man's organi-
zation, distinguising him from lower ani-

mals, which bring no present advantage, but
in some ca-e- s involve serious diinmfort,
while they are of great service in forwanling
ultimate progress. The brain of

man, Mr. Wallice says, was nearly or
quite as large as of man in our age of ad-

vanced civilization, aud therefor quite
to his wants. It could not.

laws of evolution, whose emence is that they
lead to a elcgrec of organisation exactly pns--

First From one to twit days dullness, ho
ofapietite, (and of milk in cows,) hot dry
mouth, with a tenefency to grind the teeth,
and to slaver, heat and tenderness ol the ud-

der and teats and of the feet, a if to get rid
of some irritating matter.

Second On the second ilav. alsindant
frothing at the mouth, loud siinckingof the
Iqi and tongue, lamtness and the ronnation
of blisters of variou sizes, up to an inch
arnsss, on the mouth, udder and teats and
letwceii the hoof.

Third In one or two day more the blis-

ters bur--t, leaving raw sores anil shreds of
hse skin inide the upicr lip, on the roof
ol the mouth and the tongue, on the teats ami
letween the hoof. These dic!iarge an irri-
tating fluid for some time, then scab over
and heal up, in fromtcn to fourteen days.
It should be ajded that the milk should le
drawn by tubes or syphons in case the udder
or teats fecome so sore that the cow cannot le
milked as usual, and that the sick leasts
should le nourished with soft mashes and
gruel. Cooling but not purgative medi
cines should be given, and the sores washed
with some mild carbolic acid preparation, or
with a weak solution ot sufptiatc or zinc,
(white vitriol.)

"Dickens," he
said afterward, apropos of some remarks on
literary genius, "is making ten thousand
pounds a yevr. He is very angry at me for
saying so, but I it, for it is'lrue.
